Section 1 – List of Issues 

1. NATURAL DISASTERS – Wildfires from Canada continue effect our communities as we deal with 

the poor air quality from these fires.  Severe drought conditions continue to worsen across Black Hawk 

County and Northeastern Iowa.  Our community had negligible rainfall for three straight months.   

2. PERSONAL FINANCE – Only 1 in 4 Americans feels financially secure.  Credit card debt continues 

to climb with over 70 million new accounts since 2019.  Some argue that life skills, such as personal 

finance should begin at a young age.  As students gear up to begin paying back on student loans, the 

University of Northern Iowa in Cedar Falls is offers personal finance classes to better prepare students for 

what’s to come with their finances after college. 

3. MENTAL HEALTH – The discussion of mental health is always at the forefront.  More and more 

Iowans suffer from depression and other mental health issues caused by stress, feeling disconnected, 

finances, and many other factors.  Waterloo welcomed a new mental health crisis center for children as 

communities are seeing a rise in mental health issues in young adolescents.   

4. CANNABIS – Waterloo is a hub for medicinal marijuana with several dispensaries opening in the past 

12 months.  As recreational marijuana becomes more and more common in the U.S.; it remains illegal in 

Iowa.  

5. ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE – As AI rises in use and popularity, locally, residents have been 

made vulnerable to more AI related scams. In Waterloo, several people were targeted my AI callers 

pretending to be a family member needing money for bail. Using AI, scammers were able to sound like 

the family member calling. At the same time, Cedar Falls schools have begun using AI as a teaching 

assistant in the classroom.
