It is vital today to have digital skills and be able 
to use a computer, smartphones, tablets, and digital devices. The 
Council helps adults get their GED, in addition to literacy classes.

In some cases, the state 
takes the children away from the home and places them in foster 
families.  Sadly, it is difficult to find foster parents to take care of 
children because of the time commitment and many other issues. 
BBBS provides an outpatient clinic with psychiatric doctors, 
nurses, and therapists. Many in-home services are provided and 
mental health, family behavior therapy, functional family therapy, 
and multi-systemic family therapy is available. They have a 
waiting list of 50.

Jack and “Red” have 
created an awareness campaign and to date, have donated nearly 
10,000 diapers to agencies in inner city Philadelphia. The diapers 
are collected and are distributed by local churches.

They also 
have a computer lab gymnasium, and kitchen. They serve snacks 
and hot meals after school.

A 
child’s brain is 85% developed by age 3 and if no one reads to the 
child, they know 30-thousand fewer words than peers. Beyond 
vocabulary, reading with a child develops security, critical 
thinking, doing well in school and more. A clinician shows how 
their responses match with their brain development when a child is 
read to it foster bonding and self-worth, developing the brain, 
resilience and critical thinking.

Food insecurity is defined by the United States 

Department of Agriculture as the lack of access, at times, to 

enough food for an active, healthy life and it is impacting the 

entire nation. For example, according to a New York State 

Department of Health report on food insecurity, about one in four 

adults (24.9 percent) in New York State experience food 

insecurity. Within New York State, the percentage of adults who 

report that they are food insecure varies by county and ranges from 

11.2 percent to 39 percent.  Whether caused by unemployment, 

poverty, and income shocks, which can prevent adequate access to 

food, or other reasons, Lighthouse Mission is committed to feed 

the poor, but their goal is to empower people to overcome poverty 

and live purpose-filled lives.

stressed by all the inflation and a mounting stack of bills.  In fact, 

according to the American Psychological Association’s annual 

Stress in America survey, 87% of Americans say that the rising 

prices caused by inflation are a significant source of stress. Lower-

income, younger adults and women are the most likely to report 

delaying care. However, Christians don’t have to face delays due 

to the combination of skyrocketing premiums plus high 

deductibles and other out-of-pocket costs: Health Care Sharing 

Ministries are more affordable monthly than health insurance, 

leaving far more in a family’s pocket to manage other out-of-

pocket costs. Health Care Sharing Ministries (HCSM) should not 

be confused with health insurance. When members go to a doctor 

or hospital or incur a medical cost, they submit the bill to their 

community through the ministry. The community regularly shares 

big-ticket items like treatments for cancer or heart disease. 

Members pray for other members, send shares to assist with bills,

enough foster homes for the number of children who need them. 

This has led them to be “housed” in jails and offices.  Restoring 

order and routine to children who have been removed by 

authorities is crucial in their developmental process.  Focus on the 

Family has designed, “Wait No More,” a Foster Care and 

Adoption Program, to raise adoption awareness and recruit parents 

for children and youth in the U.S. foster care system. Their desire 

is to see local church members “step up” to welcome these 

children into their homes. This is an achievable goal because the 

number of church congregations outweighs the number of children 

in need. Local congregations are perfectly placed to make a big 

impact on children in foster care in this country.

It erodes our 

communities, weakens the rule of law, and undermines our 

national security. Every year, millions of people are exploited 

within and across borders. Many victims are exploited for 

commercial sex, adults and children alike. In 2023, the Institute 

sought to hear from the survivors themselves about their 

experiences in recovery. Specifically, given that 66% of 

trafficking shelters in the U.S. identify as Christian programs, they 

wanted to find out how various faith practices were helping—or 

hurting—survivor progress. They received 158 responses 

nationwide and the findings were overwhelmingly positive. This 

report provided them with an understanding of how various faith 

practices are offered in these programs, and how—in their own 

http://www.instituteforsheltercare.org/
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words—survivors have experienced spiritual growth and healing 

as a result. Scripture can change the life of a victim because it 

replaces lies about his or her identity with hope and a future. 

Jeanne shared a story of a woman who had rejected Bible study 

offerings at the shelter but then decided she wanted to know more 

about Christ and gave her life to Christ.
