This two-part production follows the influence of family, religion,
and anti-communism on Ronald Reagan during his youth in Illinois,
rise and fall in hollywood, stormy governorship of California and
triumphant ascendancy to the U.S. presidency in 1981. This second
episode focuses on what may prove to be Reagan’s principal legacy:
his battle with the Soviet Union and his resolve to end the Cold
War. The program ends with Reagan’s poignant letter to the
American people disclosing that he has Alzheimer’s disease.
