Last year's "Point in Time" survey showed that nearly 
2,000 individuals in Idaho had no permanent home. 
This year's report, conducted the last week in January, 
is expected to show an increase in the number of 
homeless.

RECREATION 
Host Marcia Franklin talks with Idaho Parks and 
Recreation Director Nancy Merrill about the future of her 
agency, which at one point looked like it would be 
eliminated.  Director Merrill had also indicated that 
several parks, including Thousand Springs and Yankee 
Fork, might have to be closed.  A revised proposal, 
released on January 22, keeps the department whole, 
but calls for a reduction of 25 personnel and $5 million in 
general funds.
