and volunteer deer tacklers; and taking baby cutthroat trout from
Henrys Lake to high mountain lakes.
Outdoor Idaho “Jewel of the North” 12/22/16
Priest Lake is the least developed of Idaho’s three large northern 8 p.m.
lakes and retains much of the natural beauty that has enticed 30 minutes
visitors for decades. This program captures the beauty of the
landscape and also showcase the area’s many recreational
opportunities. It also portrays its unique history and the people
who believe this place really is the “jewel” of Idaho.

4, Health Second Opinion “CPR in America” 11/12/16
This program sets out to do something no television show has 7/6 a.m. MT/PT
ever done—teach as many people as possible the life-saving skill 30 minutes

of Hands-Only CPR. 90% of people who suffer out-of-hospital
cardiac arrests die. Receiving immediate CPR can double or triple




a person’s chance of survival. But 70% of Americans feel helpless
because they don’t know CPR or they’re afraid of hurting the
victim.

Second Opinion “Opioids to Heroin Addiction” 11/19/16
Experts say the heroin epidemic, which is a growing problem 7/6 a.m. MT/PT
nationwide, is largely spurred by people who first become 30 minutes
addicted to prescribed opiate pain medications. As the pills
become more expensive and harder to obtain, people move on to
the cheaper and more potent high that heroin can provide.
Second Opinion “Borderline Personality Disorder” 11/26/16
Often misunderstood and under-diagnosed, borderline 7/6 a.m. MT/PT
personality disorder is a serious mental illness that leaves those 30 minutes
affected struggling to control emotions and maintain healthy
relationships.
Second Opinion “Tourette Syndrome” 12/3/16
Tourette syndrome is a neurological disorder that presents in 7/6 a.m. MT/PT
early childhood or adolescence with the first symptoms often 30 minutes
being involuntary movements, or tics.
