At least 150 people died from gun violence in
more than 400 shootings across the country during the
July 4 weekend alone, according to data compiled by the
Gun Violence Archive. In Chicago, after police
superintendent David Brown voiced his concern ahead of



the "most challenging weekend of the year" for police,
83 people were shot, with the death toll of 14. So far
this year, incidents of gun violence in cities like New
York, for example, have shot up almost 40% compared to
the same period in 2020, with 767 shootings and 885
victims. In New York, Mayor DiBlasio said crime 1is
going down.

Regardless of the fact that Donald Trump 1is not in
power and we stop hearing anti-immigrant rhetoric, in
some of our cities we do hear of Dblack attacks on
Latinos. Yamile Arango our correspondent 1in Denver,
Colorado presents us the following report.

In addition to the fact that the opposition
did not recognize his legitimacy, they say that Moise
had made enemies among the wealthy families that
control key businesses in the country, such as energy,
telephony or banking, which he had blamed for
corruption and the chronic instability that the nation
is experiencing. He too had made enemies among the
powerful armed gangs that control slums of the poorest
of the poor in Port-au-Prince.
