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Internships specialize in one of four areas: 
 
1. Broadcast Journalism 
2. Radio Talk Show Production

Third Initiative:

Chicago Public Media’s Human Resources Department required all supervisors and management level personnel to attend 
a one-hour introductory workshop on Diversity. The workshops were held on May 14, 2013 and May 17, 2013.

3. Storyteller Training III: Collaboration with “The Mash” a teen publication of The Chicago Tribune – A 
community storyteller training for youth, focused on creation of stories for radio. 

 
4. Storyteller Training IV: Vocalo programming – A community storyteller training for youth, focused on creation 

of stories for radio.
