Captain Rafael Suarez: As a member of the Miami Gardens Police Department, Captain Suarez has
served as Captain and Major of Police in all the aspects of police work in the City of Miami and
City of Miami Gardens Police Departments. He has served in both communities for over thirty-six
years. Traveling two hours each way on a commute has become a norm in Miami-Dade and most
of the promises of improvement are just that, promises. One of his priorities is to improve traffic,
not just from traditional approaches, but from a different approach; while improving employee
morale and facilitating a better environment. The concept, called “work flexibility”, allows for the
implementation of a 4-day week, 10-hour shift. The idea is not a fit for all Miami-Dade County
businesses. For those willing participants, incentive programs can be created and implemented in
the areas of tax credits or low-interest loans; as have been previously used in the past to other
programs. The concept proved to improve traffic, productivity and employee’s morale as it was
studied and applied in Nashville, Tennessee, where an impact in traffic was seen, while also
helping the environment. By reducing the amount of time vehicles spend on the road we reduced
driver frustration and the carbon footprint of vehicles that would normally be sitting in traffic
idling.
