Helping adult
children buy a home

helping our children purchase a home is a way to
transfer wealth or estate tax savings while
financially impacting their lives. You can gift
children a down payment. This is often the biggest
hurdle to buying a house. A larger down payment
can help someone qualify for a lower mortgage rate
by making them more attractive as buyers. In 2023,
you could give individuals up to $17,000 without
having to pay a gift tax. Involving both parents
raises the total to $34,000 per child which is IRS
acceptable. You can also make a family loan. IRS
guidelines allow for intra-family loans with
minimum interest rates. The annual interest rate for
a long-term intra-family loan of nine or more years
is much lower than the current mortgage rate. The
IRS requires an arms-length transaction — in which
money is loaned in exchange for a promissory note.
This must be properly documented and may require
a tax attorney’s guidance. You can also become a
landlord. Buy the house and let your child pay you
rent. Set a reasonable amount because the IRS
might flag rent-free living as a gift. Being a
landlord can help your child develop healthy
financial habits. Later, you can sell it to them. In
each case, pay attention to tax laws. Providing a

IRS expects to collect
hundreds of billions
more in overdue,

Now, as much as I believe in getting debt-free, |
recommend that you begin by saving $1,000 for
real emergencies. Then, consider taking on an extra
job for a while. Over the years, I’ve worked
multiple jobs myself. The extra income will enable
you to quickly build an emergency fund so you can
begin reducing debt. A good friend once posed this
question to me, “What are you doing after 5:00
pm?” It was in the context of earning more income
to support my growing family. Solomon expressed
it in this way in Ecclesiastes 11:6, “Sow your seed
in the morning,and at evening let your hands not be
idle,for you do not know which will succeed,
whether this or that,or whether both will do equally
well.”

New bipartisan bill
