When there is no one manning the studio, the computer
automation system plays music; for each hour there is a minimum of two to three public service
announcement played per hour. KLPR plays PSA’s in English and Spanish, and a variety of other
languages when available. KLPR also airs PSA’s that target certain demographic groups and ethnic
groups.
