Hickenlooper has signed into law a $26.8 billion state budget for the fiscal year that begins July 1.

Thousands of cars and homes damaged by Colorado hail storm - State Farm has updated the 

number of claims filed for hail damage from Monday's storm in Colorado. As of Friday, State Farm 

has received approximately 5,040 home claims and 16,600 auto claims. The company has not 

released data yet on impact within specific zip codes, but the most damage occurred in Denver 

and Fort Collins.

Man arrested after fatal shooting in Pueblo - Pueblo Police Department is investigating a fatal 

shooting in the 2300 block of Lake Avenue.One adult male is in custody. Neither the suspect nor 

male victim's identity have been released.This is the first homicide in Pueblo this year, and the 

seventh shooting in the city in the past five days.Police tell News 5 a disturbance led up to the 

shooting. An investigation is ongoing.
