Public Affairs Director Reagan Smith and attorney, syndicated columnist and former 

Florida Congressman Lou Frey.  The program’s guests include state and national 

newsmakers and authorities.   

 “Florida Roundtable” is broadcast every Sunday morning from 8:00am- 9:00am (Central 

Time).

In order to serve the needs of the large number of deserving community groups, events, 

and non-profit organizations in its service area, WTKE-FM broadcasts public service 

announcements 24 hours per day, 7 days per week.  One recorded PSA is aired per hour.   

 

To further serve the needs of the community in a significant manner, and to respond to 

special needs and circumstances, WTKE-FM donates additional airtime to the community 

in the form of recorded PSA’s on a frequent and continuing basis.  These PSA’s address a 

wide variety of issues that apply to large segments of the community, and are scheduled 

on a case-by-case basis.
