Description of Initiative

An employee of the Market who also works
for Central Washington University
coordinated a tour and informational
meetings for students who work at the school
radio station (88.1 The Burg) and are
interested in careers in media. The students
toured the Hubbard Radio Seattle studios
then met with the Director of Marketing and
the Promotions Team to learn more about big
market for promotions. The students also met
with the two Program Directors talking about
programming views, experience, career
opportunities and ways to grow their career in
media. At the end of the tour, they learned
about producing, production, and the
equipment used.

A Market Program Director mentored the
student Program Director for Central
Washington University's radio station. They
spoke on the phone twice and the student
visited the studios and offices once. The
purpose of the mentorship is to prepare the
student for a future in broadcasting.

A Hubbard Radio Seattle manager
participated in leadership training during the
year. The training was The 6 Critical Practices
for Leading a Team. Training was provided to
grow and develop management/leadership
skills.

Morning Show BootCamp is the annual
conference for On-Air Radio Talent, Program
Directors and other industry professionals.
They come to learn about innovative ways to
engage listeners on a variety of topics
presented by subject matter experts in the
radio industry. Hubbard Radio Seattle's
Market Manager and Program Director
attended the 2023 MSBC. There were
opportunities to network with attendees who
may be looking at Hubbard Radio Seattle for
employment opportunities.

In 2022, Hubbard Radio launched the NXT
Leadership Program. This leadership
program identifies and develops leaders in
the company, inviting them to learn and grow
in a uniquely curated leadership training
program and participate in an Innovation
Summit in Minneapolis-St. Paul. Employees
are first nominated by management to apply
for the program. Following the formal
applicant process, Hubbard Radio Market
Managers select 1 participant per market. A
Progam Director for the Seattle Market was
selected.
