IRS-certified, trained volunteers are also on hand to help families who qualify to receive
the Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC), which could mean up to $6,200 back in their
pockets.

To qualify for the EITC, Tax Year Earned Income and Adjusted Gross Income (AGI)
must meet certain criteria. For example, a married couple with two children with a
household income $49,974 or less can qualify.
