D. Support For Non-Profits.

The Yakima Valley is swarming with non-

profit organizations that work hard to 

encourage local economic growth, preserve 

historical museums and events that promote 

community engagement. These activities 

help lower crime rates and drive economy 

across our region.

E. Improving Air Quality.

One local government organziation 

helps promote clean air quality in the region 

by offering residents a buy-back option for 

their outdated home heating sources.
