Lawyer for diversion group says suit has no merit

i% FARGO, N.D. (AP) - The lawyer for a group of government officials
managing a flood-control project for Fargo says a state lawsuit filed by
Red River diversion opponents is no different from a federal complaint and
has no merit.

President Obama signed a water project bill earlier this month that
authorizes construction of the nearly $2 billion channel that would move
floodwaters around the metropolitan area. Some upstream landowners believe
there are better options and last year filed a federal suit.

Robert Cattanach is the attorney for the Fargo-Moorhead Diversion
Authority. He says the suit filed in Minnesota last week by the Richland-
Wilkin Joint Powers Authority is meant to delay the project.

Wilkin County State's Attorney Tim Fox, a member of the Richland-
Wilkin group, says the issue deserves a trial in state court.

HEMP SEEDS CONFISCATED
APNewsBreak: Hemp seeds seized at US-Canada border

DENVER (AP) - Hundreds of pounds of industrial hemp seeds bound from
Canada to Colorado have been seized by federal authorities in North Dakota.

The seizure marked the latest bump along the road to legalization of
marijuana's non-intoxicating cousin.

The federal Farm Bill signed into law earlier this year allows
cultivation of hemp under certain circumstances. But importing hemp seeds
requires permission from the U.S. Drug Enforcement Administration.

Hemp activist Tom McClain says he was carrying 350 pounds of seeds for
industrial hemp known as X-59, or Hemp Nut, when border agents stopped him.

The seeds were confiscated Saturday at the crossing near Pembina,

North Dakota, after McClain says he declared the seven bags. McClain has
not been charged with a crime.

SIOUX FALLS, S.D. (AP) - U.S. senators from the Dakotas and other
areas are making another attempt at having the bison declared the national

mammal .

Sens. Tim Johnson and John Thune of South Dakota and John Hoeven and
Heidi Heitkamp of North Dakota are among those introducing the National
Bison Legacy Act on Wednesday. The bill is backed by the Intertribal
Buffalo Council and the National Bison Association.

Similar legislation introduced in 2012 stalled in Congress.

Tens of millions of bison once roamed most of North America, but
overhunting reduced the population to about 1,000 animals by the turn of
the 20th century. Conservationists including President Theodore Roosevelt
saved the species from extinction in 1905 by re-establishing herds in
Oklahoma, Montana and South Dakota.

About 400,000 bison now roam pastures and rangelands across North
America.

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USDA, medical center break ground for Tioga clinic

TIOGA, N.D. (AP) - The U.S. Department of Agriculture and the Tioga
Medical Center are breaking ground for a new 15,000-square-foot clinic in
the city.

Jasper Schneider with the USDA says this project will double the size
of the existing clinic in North Dakota's oil patch. Construction is
expected to be finished in 2015.

The medical center serves Divide, Williams, Burke and Mountrail
counties. The USDA says the medical campus has quadrupled its number of
patients in the last four years.

The federal agency has agreed to provide a $6.5 million direct loan
and a $1.5 million loan guarantee through The Bank of Tioga. The medical
center and the Bank of North Dakota will also finance the project.

:izr FARGO, N.D. (AP) - A water projects bill signed into law by President
Barack Obama includes the proposed $2 billion Red River diversion for
Fargo-Moorhead.

Obama signed the bill Tuesday during a White House ceremony. Fargo
Mayor Dennis Walaker was on hand.

The 36-mile diversion project would move floodwaters through a channel
around Fargo and neighboring Moorhead, Minnesota, a metro area that has
faced major flooding in the last several years. The Water Resources Reform
and Development Act authorizes construction of the project, but Congress
must separately pass legislation to pay for it.

Corps of Engineers St. Paul District Commander Col. Dan Koprowski says

the diversion is one of the top priorities for the corps' Mississippi
Valley Division.

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The project includes building earthen levees and 4.5 miles of
diversion channel. Construction of the channel began in 2010. Since then,
3.5 miles of channel have been excavated. Construction of the remaining

3&41 ST. PAUL, Minn. (AP) - For a fourth straight month, Minnesota's tax
Oollections have come in slightly below expectations.

The Department of Minnesota Management and Budget reported Tuesday
that the state took in $17 million less than anticipated in May. That's 1.1
percent below the amount officials estimated in a February long-range
forecast. Income and corporate taxes missed the mark the most.

For the fiscal year, which closes this month, the state is $95 million
below its revenue benchmark.

Officials stress caution in interpreting the monthly figures because
they look only at the revenue side and don't account for changes in state
spending patterns. They add that timing of individual income tax payments
and refunds can shift the month-to-month figures.

A more-comprehensive report is due in July.

Railroads, pipeline companies to pay for safety

~i¢" ST. PAUL, Minn. (AP) - A new Minnesota law aims to protect the state
from hazards created by increasing amounts of oil passing through Minnesota
by rail and pipeline.

Gov. Mark Dayton signed the bill Tuesday. The law requires railroad
and oil pipeline companies operating in Minnesota to help pay for training
and emergency preparedness programs.

State officials will collect $2.5 million annually from railroad and
pipeline companies for three years. That money will help first responders
get ready for derailments and spills.

The law provides for new safety measures, including three new
inspectors that railroads also will fund. A $2 million state program will
pay for crossing improvements such as gates and signals. Railroads must
install better lighting in areas where trains with more than 25 tanks of
hazardous material are assembled and dissembled.

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) - Minnesota is poised to begin requiring fingerprint
background checks for state workers who care for the elderly, disabled and
other vulnerable groups.

The Stax Tribune-reports. (http://strib.mn/RPVDYL) legislation that
requires those employees be fingerprinted and photographed is awaiting Gov.
Mark Dayton's signature. It would start in October.

The Department of Human Services has conducted criminal background
checks on most groups of caregivers since 1991, but the fingerprinting
effort is the largest expansion of state screening in more than two
decades.

Last fall, the newspaper reported that licensed nurses in Minnesota
can practice for years despite histories of criminal convictions, including
drug thefts.

DHS now conducts background checks only when caregivers are hired or
switch jobs, which means crimes can go undetected so long as a caregiver
sticks to one employer.

_Toughest e-cig restrictions won't advance

_~%§E/‘ST. PAUL, Minn. (AP) - An attempt to treat electronic cigarettes like
regular smokes has stalled in the Minnesota Legislature.

A House-Senate conference committee on Tuesday decided against adding
e-cigarette use to the indoor air laws that would have prohibited their use
in most public spaces. The Senate had passed the toughest measure, but
House members say they lacked sufficient votes to move ahead.

Lawmakers are tackling the emerging devices that deliver nicotine and
emit a vapor. They are primed to restrict sales so minors can't access them
and they can't be used on school grounds. The liquids would also have to be
sold in tamper-proof bottles that make it hard for young children to open.

But public health advocates wanted to outlaw their use in bars,
restaurants and other venues.

LESCH-NATIONAL GUARD
DFL Rep. Lesch released from National Guard duty

ST. PAUL, Minn. (AP) - A Minnesota state representative has gotten a
pass on National Guard duty that would have required him to miss the rest
of the legislative session.

Rep. John Lesch, a Democrat from St. Paul, had been summoned to Camp
Ripley for training. But House DFL spokesman Mike Howard said Lesch had

requested and been granted a release.

Lesch's return simplifies things for Democrats as they seek to pass a
borrowing bill for construction projects around the state. The party now
needs just eight GOP votes for the necessary supermajority if Democrats

stick together.

Lesch enlisted in the National Guard during fall 2009. He also missed
a part of the 2010 legislative session while training at Fort Benning in
Georgia.

Minnesota House OKs smartphone 'kill switch' bill

ST. PAUL, Minn. (AP) - The Minnesota House has passed a bill requiring

smartphones and cell-connected tablet computers sold in Minnesota to
feature an anti-theft "kill switch."

The House backed the bill Thursday by a vote of 73-58. It would apply
to all new smartphones and cell-connected tablet computers sold in the

state after July 1, 2015.

The kill switch is intended to allow the device's owner to remotely
disable it if it's lost or stolen. The legislation also aims to prevent
manufacturers and carriers from adding additional fees to customers for
access to the technology.

Supporters say the proposal will crack down on cellphone theft in
Minnesota. The smartphone industry contends the requirement would not keep
up with rapidly-evolving technology.

The Star Tribune (http://strib.mn/1ntBeDC ) reports the Minnesota
Senate passed its own version last week.

ST. PAUL, Minn. (AP) - The Minnesota state Senate passed a bill

Tuesday that would legalize marijuana for medical purposes.

The state's Department of Mineral Resources on Tuesday released the
April production numbers that show the oil fields' record level. In March,
the state produced 977,000 barrels per day.

It joins Texas, Alaska, California and Louisiana as the only states
ever to produce more than a million barrels per day.

The Bakken and the Three Forks formation below it account for the vast
majority of North Dakota's production. Experts knew the Bakken held

millions of barrels of crude, but it wasn't until oil prices reached record
levels that the technology was developed to extract it.

Williston's airport gets $1.8M federal grant

WILLISTON, N.D. (AP) - The U.S. Department of Transportation is
awarding Williston's Sloulin Field International Airport a $1.8 million
grant to rehabilitate its taxiway.

U.S. Senators John Hoeven and Heidi Heitkamp made the announcement
Thursday.

The grant is the latest in a series of federal and state grants to
North Dakota airports. The state's Land Board awarded oil patch airports
$8.9 million on Wednesday and the Department of Transportation granted
North Dakota airports more than $18 million in May.

Senators Hoeven and Heitkamp hosted Federal Aviation Administration
head Michael Huerta in Williston in April to push the case for more federal
funding for state airports.

A number of North Dakota airports have struggled to keep up with the
sharp rise in demand brought on by the o0il boom in recent years.

Federal officials last month ordered railroads to make the disclosures
following a string of fiery tank car accidents in North Dakota, Alabama,
Virginia and Quebec, where 47 people died.

The information due Saturday includes route details, and train
frequency and emergency response information for trains hauling 1 million
gallons or more of crude.

capturing plan with drilling permit.
The new rules went into effect this month.

The state Industrial Commission, which regulates North Dakota's oil
and gas industry, unanimously endorsed the proposal in March in an attempt
to cut down the amount of natural gas that is burned off and wasted as a
byproduct of o0il production.

North Dakota drillers currently burn off, or flare, more than 30
percent of the valuable gas. That compares to the national average of less
than 1 percent.

A group representing hundreds of companies working in North Dakota's
0il patch say the industry expects to be capturing 85 percent of the gas by
2016, and 90 percent within six years.
