By the year 1879,
it had 81 mission stations and thousands of volunteers. In 1880 it came to the United States and now has operating
missions in over 100 other countries. The Salvation Army organized programs for unwed mothers, homeless, and
disaster relief.

Special counsel Jack Smith announced the indictment of Donald Trump on four federal charges related to his actions
after the 2020 election. The indictment accuses Trump of advancing false claims of election fraud to remain in power.
Since the attack on our Capital the Department of Justice has remained committed to ensuring accountability for those
criminally responsible for what happened that day. This case is brought consistent with that commitment. The four
counts include conspiracy to defraud the United States, conspiracy to obstruct an official proceeding, obstruction of
and attempt to obstruct an official proceeding, and conspiracy against right. In this case, my office will seek a speedy
trial that our evidence can be tested in court and judged by a jury of citizens. The 45-page indictment accuses Trump
of enlisting six unnamed co-conspirators to assist him in his criminal efforts to overturn the legitimate results of the
2020 presidential election by creating fraudulent slates of electors in seven states.

Overnight a Georgia District Attorney charged former President Donald Trump with a new set of charges related to
the 2020 presidential election. The county grand jury accuses Trump and 18 others of a sweeping criminal conspiracy
to overturn election results in that state. The 97-page indictment includes 13 new felony charges against Trump and
41 charges overall, including solicitation of violation of oath by a public officer, engaging in a conspiracy to replace
public officials with fake electors, and plotting to tamper with voting machines. Others indicted include Trump Chief
of Staff Mark Meadows, Rudy Giuliani, and John Eastman.
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
