ANNOUNCED 150 PERSONS WOULD BE HIRED INITIALLY AS PART OF THE PLAN THAT WILL
LEAD TO A $2 BILLION ECONOMIC IMPACT TO THE TWO-STATE REGION.

DR. ROSILEE RUSSELL ANNOUNCED THE COMMUNITY SCHOOL OF THE ARTS WOULD BEGIN
ACCEPTING HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS AT NO CHARGE. THIS WILL BE A FIRST OF IT’S KIND IN

TO BE OUTDOORS. FOOD PROGRAMS FOR CHILDREN AND ADULTS WERE FEATURED IN
DISTRIBUTING NOURISHMENT AND ALSO FUNDRAISING. THE FORT SMITH PUBLIC SCHOOLS
WERE FEATURED WITH INTERVIEWS WITH LEADING EDUCATORS SHOWCASING THE
INNOVATIVE PROGRAMS THEY HAVE PROVIDED STUDENTS.
