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WMXC provides its listeners with programming and public service announcements 

that address issues of concern to our local community. Among the issues 

determined to be of most concern to the community during the preceding 

calendar quarter were:  

 Disaster Relief: Hurricane devastation in Texas and Florida, and how 

people can help through the Red Cross.  iHeartRadio produced two 30 

minute programs on hurricane relief after Hurricanes Harvey and Irma.   

 Locally, iHeartRadio Mobile/Pensacola joined with NBC 15 on Thursday 

August 31st from 6am to 6pm at two locations, in Mobile and in Daphne, 

Alabama, asking people to donate to the Hurricane Harvey Relief Fund of 

the Salvation Army.  The effort was promoted across all local iHeart 

stations, as well as NBC 15, and raised over $52,000.
