Section I. Issues

The station has identified the following topics as significant issues facing our community in this

quarter:

A

Climate: The Evans Canyoen fires in Yakima and Kitsap counties have devastated
hundreds of acres of land in our community. The smoke from massive wildfires in
Washington state, Oregon, and California has been carried by the trade winds and has
cast smoky skies over our entire state. Viewpoints explores the growing challenges our
community faces and consults with a fire expert and life sciences professor for potential
solutions.

Crime: The mission of the Yakima County Department of Corrections is to "actively
contribute to the safety and wellness of the citizens of Yakima County by providing a
safe, secure and humane correctional environment.” Yet many of those locked up and
get released find themselves back behind bars within a few years. The framework of
probationary terms, surveillance, and other forms of social control are doing more harm
than good. Viewpoints consults with an author who reveals that many new approaches
taken by Corrections Department and County officials are widening the net of
punishment rather than decreasing recidivism rates.

Homelessness: Homelessness is a crisis, especially in downtown Yakima. The County
utifizes different methodologies to such as in-person surveys and the use of street
interviews, service-based counts, or direct street counts to access how many residents
are living without shelter. City officials have also partnered with the Yakama Nation to
search for ways to alleviate the crisis of homelessness in our local communities. We
look at the example of Girl Scout Troop 6000 which gave hope to young girls and teens
coping with being homeless while moving around from shelter to shelter.

Mental Health: Many Yakima Valley residents are reporting cases of deeply distressing
emotions and experiences from the trauma of the coranavirus pandemic quarantine life.
We speak with a psychiatrist to give advice on how to better understand our reactions
to traurna and how to discover wholeness and find healing for cur mental health during
this tirme. We also take a look at how young learners can cope with the mental stress of
frustrating remote home learing experiences during the time of COVID.

Racism: For over 400 years, Black and Indigenous people have feared law
enforcement and for good reason. Being captured by one of these officers often lead to
one's death, torture, or other bodily injuries. The history of law enforcement has a dark
and violent history and we look at how corruption, murder, and violence has been used
against minorities and how we can prevent the tradition from centinuing in the 21st
Century.

Technology: Yakima County school districts have shifted to the remote home learning
system for the Faii Quarter 2020. This has been quite challenging for students, but
especially for their parents, who are often juggling working from home or fuli-time work
outside the home during their children’s studies. Viewpoints speaks with a couple of
experts in the fietd of education who discuss which online school challenges and
barriers students can readily solve through the use of technology.
