Forum

Forum is a locally produced public affairs show, which addresses various topics and
issues of community importance. Forum airs on Sunday mornings at 11:30am. The following
list details the weekly topic(s) and a brief summary of community information provided by the
guest.

1/5/20: Ms. Vickie Webb, the Founder and Director of the Community Transformation
Project appeared on Forum. This Beckley area project serves local youth by providing
educational and hands-on activities with the goal of keeping children out of trouble by involving
them in positive activities. Participants begin with robotics training while in Kindergarten, and
progress through computers and engineering, and even have a community garden. The project is
supported by the City of Beckley, WVU Tech, HUD, and Raleigh County.

1/12/20: Our guest today, Ms. Cathy Gerenter, joins us from the New River Humane
Society. The Humane Society is a non-profit animal rescue group that operates the Animal
Control Center located in Beckwith, West Virginia. For the year 2019, the expenses incurred for
veterinary care amounted to approximately $119,000.00. Ms. Gerenter discussed the various
challenges facing the organization, in addition to expenses. On February 8, 2020, the Society
will host their annual fundraising event, the Fur Ball, and the theme will be “The Great Catsby.”
All involved with the Humane Society encourage the public to support the event so that they may
continue to provide much needed care for shelter pets.

1/19/20: Ms. Patricia Bailey appeared on Forum this day as a representative of the
Women’s Resource Center for Southern West Virginia. The Women’s Resource Center is an
organization which provides advocacy and shelter for women seeking to escape domestic
violence situations. Ms. Bailey addressed several topics including stalking, and human
trafficking. As January is National Slavery and Human Trafficking Prevention month, Ms.
Bailey spoke extensively about human trafficking, and the two main types which include sex and
labor trafficking. Ms. Bailey informed viewers of basics, as well as signs to be aware of.



1/26/20: Today’s guest for Forum was Ms. Beth Gardner, the Vice-President of
Regulatory Affairs for Valley College. Valley College provides educational opportunities to
area residents at three physical campus locations, in addition to on-line learning courses. Ms.
Gardner discussed small class sizes and the benefits of having an average of 24 students per
teacher. Nursing and Cyber-Security are two of the most popular course offerings. Hands-on
learning is key to their programs and they even offer a six month internship for students in
various medical studies. With an approximately 77% job placement rate upon graduation, the
college offers a convenient opportunity for residents seeking career training or to improve upon
existing skills

2/2/20: Today, viewers had an opportunity to learn more about local history with our
guest, Sherry Brake. Ms. Brake is a Paranormal Investigator who has authored nine books
concerning paranormal activity. Ms. Brake has written about activity in castles, old prisons, and
two of her books were focused on the prison at Moundsville. Ms. Brake is a popular lecturer and
tour guide for many locations known to have paranormal activity.

2/9/20: Kelli Caseman, M.A., appeared on forum this date. Ms. Caseman is the Executive
Director of “Think Kids,” which is a new organization the focuses on children with health issues.
The organization attempts to assist children living in poverty as well as those involved in
situations of opioid abuse. Other treatment areas include children affected by obesity and
asthma-related problems. One important program for the organization is the “Health and Hunger
Project,” which connects local community providers to children without enough food.

2/16/20: Today’s guests, Ms. Lee Leftwich and Madison Sears, join us to discuss the
Muster Project in Beckley, West Virginia. Ms. Leftwich is the project Director. The Muster
Project is an organization which helps troubled teens in Raleigh County. The project involves a
“teen court” which is comprised of volunteers who serve as lawyers for their fellow students. If
the troubled teen refuses to participate in the teen court programs, their case is remanded back to
the juvenile court system.

2/23/20: Jean Evinsmore appeared on Forum today to discuss The Poor People’s
Campaign. She discussed the problem of wages not keeping up with cost of living for those
affected by poverty. The organization advocates working with the current systems to create
positive results for those affected by poverty. Ms. Evinsmore also discussed their march in
Washington on June 20, 2020, which is also West Virginia day.

3/1/20: Mr. John Wyatt, also known as “The Appalachian” joined us today to discuss
Appalachian culture. Mr. Wyatt primarily discussed the town of Rainelle, where is involved with
the City Council. He talked extensively about the origin of Rainelle and other similar, small
towns in West Virginia. Mr. Wyatt informed viewers about a historical society that is starting
which will seek to preserve and educate the public about the Appalachian culture.

3/8/20: Today’s Forum focused on the problem of vaping and how it is impacting young
people.

The Commission
offers meals daily from 11:00am to 1:00pm for those who would like to participate. In addition,
there is a “Meals on Wheels” program where the Commission delivers meals to seniors in their
homes.
