7/3/22 — Today’s guest was Janet Conroy, who is a Raleigh County Regional Coordinator for the
office of Drug Control Policy. This is the Beckley office for an organization based in Mercer
County. The organization is called Community Connection. Community Connection offers
services dealing with drug abuse prevention, addiction, and recovery.

7/10/22 — Joining the show today is Mr. Robin Capehart. Mr. Capehart is the President of
Bluefield State College. He discussed the tuition incentives offered to assist those who would
like to attend college. Some of the incentives include grants, veterans’ benefits, and government



loans. Bluefield State has grown 42% over the last three years. Bluefield State College is open to
everyone and has served Mercer County for many decades.

7/17/22 — Ms. Sherry Brake joins Forum today. Sherry is a local woman who is somewhat of an
expert on paranormal activity. Ms. Brake has even written twenty-three books on the subject and
offers tours of interest at locations in the state. Popular places for these tours in the area include
an abandoned state prison at Moundsville and an old asylum in Weston. Ms. Brake answered
questions after the show about her experience.

7/24/22 — Today was a documentary style piece about the world famous New River Gorge
Bridge. The bridge is a landmark in our area and a known symbol from the nation’s newest
national park. The show followed the bridge as it was partially assembled on the ground and then
fully completed over the gorge. This educational piece is an early celebration of Bridge Day,
which is an annual autumn event in Fayette County featuring base jumpers from all over the
world.

7/31/22 — Today’s guest was Mr. Brian Akers, a representative from the Raleigh County
Substance Abuse Coalition (RCPC). Mr. Akers talked about the importance of encouraging
young people to make the healthy choices and refraining from substance abuse. Akers also
discussed the Narcan training events being scheduled. The coalition is in the process of applying
for grants to help combat the widespread substance abuse problem in Raleigh County.

8/7/22 — Mark Lilly appeared on Forum today on behalf of the Honey Festival, which will be
occurring on Saturday, August 20 this year. The Honey Festival has gradually grown into a
rather large event in Beckley in recent years and is held at the New River Park. Mr. Lilly gave an
update on important bee information including Killer Bees, the bee population in general, and the
availability of honey. Lilly states the value of the festival as many people attend with the goal of
purchasing locally sourced honey to supply them for the year.

8/14/22 — Today’s guest, Doris McCormick, is a member of C.A.R.E. C.A.R.E. is an
organization that maintains the upkeep of Greenwood Memorial Park Cemetery. This is a large
cemetery in Beckley which has been long abandoned by the original owners. Ms. McCormick
discussed the cemetery and the important of community involvement in upkeep. Current issues
include badly needed repairs for the driveway as well as some power poles needing to be
relocated.

8/21/22 — Today, Lee Leftwich joined the show. Mr. Leftwich is the Director of the Muster
Project in Beckley. Leftwich has helped troubled teens in Beckley for many decades. The Muster
Project helps young teens who have gotten into legal problems. Leftwich oversees a teen court
where the youth participate in a sort of mock court. They hear cases and offer to judge the issues
in order to help them make better decisions. The program operates in conjunction with the local
county judicial system.

8/28/22 — Today’s guest is Ms. Trena Dacal, who serves as the Director of the United Way of
Southern West Virginia. Ms. Dacal discussed the important projects supported by the United
Way, as well as their upcoming fundraiser. In September, The United Way of Southern West



Virginia will have their annual Dancing with the Stars gala event. Local citizens will perform
choreographed dances in competition, as well as raise funds for the United Way. This annual
event is said to be the social event of the year all while supporting a good cause.

9/4/22 — Today’s guest is Lori McKinney, who is the Director of the Princeton Downtown
Renaissance Committee. Due to Covid-19 restrictions for the past several years, the annual
Cultural Fest has not occurred for a few years. But this year, the event will happen from
September 8-September 11 at the Cultural Center next to Pipestem State Park. This is a gathering
of the art community in the southern West Virginia area. Ms. McKinney gave a rundown of the
upcoming schedule events and details on what attendees may expect.

9/11/22 — Today’s guests include Bob Dorado, Jamie Pritt, and Gary Pack, all members of the
Mt. Hope Jubilee Committee. After two years of the event being put on hold, the Mt. Hope
Jubilee will return on September 16 and September 17.

The event will conclude with an impressive
fireworks display. The event serves as a community gathering similar to a homecoming for those
who have attended Mt. Hope School.

F.B.l. agents
arrested Horowitz at his $5.7 million home in Beverlywood and the Securities and
Exchange Commission charged him with securities fraud, seeking an immediate freeze
of his assets and the return of “ill-gotten gains.”

The Sweetheart Swindler Con




When 75-year-old Dick Olmstead hit it off with a beautiful woman more than half his age
he thought he was getting a second lease on life. Desiree Boltos, early 30s, confided that
she was struggling financially because she had recently become widowed, and Olmstead
was very happy to help. However, Olmstead was the victim of a love fraud. He ultimately
had given Boltos the majority of his life savings. Fraud investigators from his bank in
Texas, and later the District Attorney’s office, stepped in to tell Olmstead the truth,
exposing Boltos.

Thursday, August 18, 2022

The Billion Dollar Con

In 2009, a mild-mannered graduate of the University of Pennsylvania’s Wharton School
of Business set in motion a fraud of unprecedented gall and magnitude. Authorities say
that for over a decade, Jho Low, with the aid of high-powered investment banking
companies, siphoned billions of dollars from an investment fund right under the nose of
industry watchdogs. Low’s brazen scheme posed the next great threat to the global
financial system since the 2007-2009 recession and the Bernie Madoff Ponzi scheme.

Thursday, August 25, 2022

The Coupon Con

In 2016, a young mom and entrepreneur in Virginia Beach took to couponing while on
bed rest after having her third child. Lori Ann Talens began using coupons to maintain the
household budget but soon found the rush of scoring deals to be addictive. Using her
graphic design skills, she created new coupons to score free meals, household supplies
and money. Talens started a counterfeit ring that grew bigger over time, alerting an
industry watchdog of the fraud. The Coupon Information Corporation monitored the group,
which led to an FBI stakeout and finally, a house raid. Talens was sentenced to 12 years
in federal prison, and prosecutors estimated the loss for retailers at $31.8 million making
this the biggest coupon scam in U.S. history.

Thursday, September 1, 2022

The Comeback

Jim and Tammy Faye Bakker were successful at raising money for their
televised religious programs. After its 1974 debut, their cable show
became the highest-rated religious show in the country. In the 1980s, the
Bakkers continued their success by building Heritage USA, a first-of-its-
kind 2,200-acre Christian resort and amusement park, but the government
would charge that Bakker had secured funding by defrauding his faithful
viewers. In 1989, he was convicted and initially sentenced to 45 years in
prison but ultimately only served five. In 2021, prosecutors claimed that
Bakker was once again up to his old tricks but this time without Tammy
Faye. Bakker denies any wrongdoing.

Friday, September 9, 2022 (Season Finale)

The Imposter Doctor Con

—In 2015, authorities took Malachi Love-Robinson into custody for roaming the halls and
patients’ rooms of the OB-GYN department at St Mary’s hospital in West Palm Beach,




Florida. The hospital didn’'t press charges, and they released Love-Robinson with a
warning after a mental evaluation. He continued on pursuing his childhood dream of
becoming a physician, and a few months later opened his own practice with a steadily
growing clientele. Authorities arrested him after an undercover operation confirmed that
“Dr. Love” had been practicing medicine without a license ... once again.
