Description of KHSL TV News Coverage Providing the most Significant Treatment of Community Issues

KHSL airs news programming during the following times: 5:00 a.m to 7 a.m. on Wake Up Monday through Friday (Simulcast); 6:30 to 7 p.m. on Action News 12 at 6 p.m. Monday through Friday; 11 p.m. to 11:35 p.m. on Action News at 11 Monday through Friday (Simulcast); and Noon News on KHSL from 12 p.m. to 12:30 p.m. Saturday at  6:00 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. and at 11:p.m. to 11:30 p.m; and Sunday from 5 p.m. to 5:30 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. and at 11 p.m. to 11:30 p.m.  All weekend  newscasts are simulcast.

All of the above programs are locally produced news programs presenting a mix of news, weather and sports and other related feature stories and segments that affect our North State coverage area. Our noon newscast also includes almost daily live interview segments highlighting upcoming events and efforts by North State non-profit groups.
