On Saturday, January 9, 2016, a Cartoon Network Broadcast Operations Center ("BOC") supervisor made an
unintentional mistake that resulted in a technical commercial overage in the commercial time limits In the

hour between7 p.m. and 8 p.m. on Cartoon Network

The BOC supervisor was hand ]ing an infrequent weekend request to replacea commercial in the
network' s sch.eduled play list with a new vers io n of the commercial. The supervisor inserted the new
version of the commercial, but did not recognize that the new version was a 30-secood spot and tonger lhan
the orig inal 15-second version. The new spot aired 3 times befor the error was cnugllt and remedied. As a
result, Cartoon Network inadvertently exceeded the weekend commercial time limits by 32 seconds during

the hour between 7-8 p.m.

The incident was the simple result of human error. The operations center personnel who had received
training and appreciated the importance of the KidYid rules and procedures have been remindedto
exercise care to ensure that any commercial substitutions in children's programmingCake Into account the
time limits.
