Section 1 – Issues 

Our stations have identified the following issues to be of significant importance during the third quarter, 
October 1st through December 31st, 2022. 

 

1. Finance – Battling the rising costs of food as inflation rises, many in Iowa have to choose between 
eating and heating in the winter months.  

2. Worker Strikes – Rail workers were fed-up and nearly went on strike. A dispute over pay, hours 
and working conditions would’ve shut down the U.S. railway system, which would have been 
crippling to many area manufacturers.  

3. Transportation – Gas prices in Iowa fluctuated greatly in 2022, and as the year winds down, many 
Iowans have to decide if it’s worth switching to an electric vehicle, the cost of which is prohibitive 
to many. 

4. Education – Student loan debt in the U.S. has exploded to 1.7 trillion dollars. In Iowa, many 
students are feeling the pinch of college costs and crippling debt. Biden’s administration vowed 
to cancel $10,000 of student loan debt for the average borrower and up to $20,000 –Iowa’s 
governor Kim Reynolds does not support this measure.
