● My oldest son has fallen away; how can I get him back and ensure he doesn’t harm my 

other kids? 
● My ex-husband abused my son 10 years ago; my child still suffers. How can I forgive?
● Caller: I had a terrible childhood; my alcoholic dad stabbed my dog together right in front 

of me. 



July 24, 2017
● Do good works always please God? The consequences of being an unholy parent. The 

first “house churches”. What’s our vocation? To make each other saints.
● Caller: My sister and I went to jail for our mother; she raised my children. How can I 

forgive her? 
● Caller: I was married and divorced; I don’t have an annulment. Can I become a nun?

● Caller: My husband is not interested in church or being holy. My kids are beginning to

July 25, 2017

● Human life begins at conception - not “birth”. Caller: I’m an empty-nester; I don’t get 
along with my husband at all. We fight all the time. 

● Caller: My family drinks and gets drunk. Should I invite them to my baby’s baptism? 
Caller: I feel like God has abandoned me. 

August 10, 2017 (great 1st block)
● Yes, demons are real. Reflections on C.S. Lewis’ “The Screwtape Letters”. Our lives 

show what we really believe. 
● Caller: How do I discern my career? Barbara Nicolosi, www.actoneprogram.com
● Caller: I’ve stopped living with my boyfriend; we want to be chaste now. How can I get 

holier?
● Caller: I have three kids; my husband and I fight all the time over how to raise them. 

Caller: I have endometriosis; can I take birth control pills to treat it? 

August 11, 2017
● Mother tells about the conversion of her brother, David, and her gratefulness for her 

conversion. 
● Caller: Can my wife and I have the same spiritual director?
● Caller: Why didn’t you mention to Gloria yesterday to come to the Catholic Church? I 

don’t believe in psychology either. 
● Caller: I’m living in a motel with 6 grandkids. I need prayers. 
● Caller: My daughter is living with her boyfriend. They know how I feel. I told my daughter 

not to take communion.

● Caller: What do we do to prepare for the end times? Caller: My 40 year old brother and 

his family lives with his mom. He causes trouble.

September 18, 2017

● Caller Maria: Am I insensitive when I tell people, “We have to die before we go to 

Heaven?”
● Caller Fred: If a wife is withholding intimacy, is that grounds for separation?

September 21, 2017
● Mother mentions the Rosary as a weapons. She tells the story of Blessed Bertolo Longo 

and mentions an article on catholicmom.com. https://catholicmom.com/2015/10/08/the-
miracles-and-the-power-of-the-rosary-in-our-fight-against-evil/

● Caller Lucas: I’m an Alcoholic. I have been kicked out of the house by my wife. What can 
I do?

● Caller Terese: Can you explain more about Our Lady of Sorrows. Caller Chris: I just 
broke up with my girlfriend over the raising of our children. 

● Caller Pablito: I grew up with bad communications skills. What do I do? Caller: What can 
I tell Jehovah’s Witnesses when they come to my door?

September 22, 2017
● The Friday sacrifice has not been abolished. We might not give up meat, but we should 

have some form of penance on Friday. Mother discusses the practice of Ember Days. 
These are days of fasting at the beginning of each season. 

● Caller Paul: After 2000 years, why haven’t the Jewish people accepted Jesus?

● Caller Walter: I am very emotional because of my past. How can I be in the world. 

September 25th, 2017
● Mother gives some advice on how to prioritize our life.
● Caller: My husband wants to send our children to public school because my husband 

doubts my ability.
● Caller: Should I let my daughter’s disrespectful boyfriend to come over to our house?
● Caller: I need guidance on getting back to the church and getting married in the church.
● Caller: My wife left me for her ex-boyfriend.  How can I best fight for her?

September 26, 2017
● If we have no problems, then we don't grow. If we don't have suffering then we don't 

grow. The way of religious life is the way of the Cross. The way of marriage is the way of 
the Cross. We have the unspeakable privilege of joining in our Lord's sufferings.

● Caller: I can’t get to Mass on Sundays because I am overweight. I feel bad about 
missing Mass, but when I confess it, my priest says not to worry about it. 

● Caller: Can I attend my niece's civil ceremony? Caller: My niece has been practicing her 
faith, but is now marrying a Jewish man. 

● Caller: Should I believe my doctors? I have prayed Novenas but I am not yet cured. 

September 27, 2017 (Producer Notes: Mother mentioned that the program will replay at 7 pm in 
4th segment, probably not good for encore)

● Mother recounts the first time she read the Bible all the way through. 
● Caller: Before we married my husband smoked marijuana and drank on the weekends. 

He has lost some jobs because of drug use. 
● Caller: My wife is sending romantic texts and making calls to someone. She says that it 

is because I work too much. 
● Caller: My child’s godparent is ending her marriage to marry another man. What can I 

do?
September 28, 2017

● God does not call the worthy, He calls sinners to repentance. 
● Mother recounts when she gave her life to Christ. It was like jumping off a cliff. “I knew 

the One who knew me the most, loved me the best.”
● Caller: I struggled with pornography, but immersing myself in the Word of God pulled me 

out of it. 
● Caller: How can I forgive myself? My priest said that I don’t need to go to confession 

because I was going to be baptized. Caller: The Eucharist healed me from porn 
addiction. 

September 29, 2017
● Cherubim and the highest order of angels. 
● Mother talks about Angels, Archangels and Guardian Angels.



● Caller: How can I address my son’s relationship with his girlfriend properly?
● Caller: Are people who give up their children for adoption under any persecution?
● Caller: How can I defend Mary’s virginity?
● Caller: Is it ok to take certain meds for anxiety as a Catholic?
