When the Supreme Court overturned Roe v. Wade last year, it sent the issue of legalizing abortion back to the 
states. After the court’s decision, Ohio enacted a near-total ban on abortion--which remained legal for a little 
over two months until a Hamilton County judge placed the law on hold due to a lawsuit from the ACLU and 
Planned Parenthood. Currently, abortion is legal in Ohio before 22 weeks of pregnancy. With Issue 1, abortion 
proponents hope to enshrine the right to abortion in the state’s constitution.

Jewish faith leaders and Arab community 
members share their thoughts on ongoing 
crisis in the Middle East

It's been nearly three weeks since Hamas launched a terror attack on southern Israel. During that brutal attack, 
an estimated 1,400 Israelis were killed as they danced at a peace festival or slept in their homes in kibbutzim. 
Approximately 200 people were taken hostage. Their conditions are unknown. Among the murdered and among 
those taken into Gaza were men, women, children, babies and the elderly. Since that attack, Israel has retaliated 
with continuous bombardments of Gaza in a bid to destroy Hamas.
