Last week, the United States Department of Agriculture approved Governor Walker's
request to declare 24 Wisconsin counties as natural disaster areas. A freezing,
thawing, and refreezing cycle, combined with excessive rain and snow, resulted in
crop losses ranging from 30 to 70 percent in affected areas. The weather was
particularly devastating for the alfaifa and winter wheat. Farmers have eight months
to apply for emergency loans through the Farm Service Agency. Wisconsin farmers
now have the necessary resources to help them deal with crop loss. Additional
resources for affected farmers are available through Ready Wisconsin and the
Farmer to Farmer program. The Farmer to Farmer program connects farmers in
need of feed for their livestock with farmers who sell feed. The program is provided
by UW-Extension and was established last summer in response to the drought. The
database is provided free of charge and can be used to search for hay, alfalfa
haylage, corn silage, high moisture corn, corn grain, or other forages. Governor
Walker thanks the USDA for its quick response. His hope is that these resources will
minimize the economic impact of the natural disaster for Wisconsin’s farming
community.
