Police are working to solve a shooting that left an 



18-year-old dead. It happened early Sunday morning at the Turnberry Wells townhomes complex. 

According to police - a dark car drove past the home where a party was going on around two in 

the morning. They say the person or people in the car fired multiple shots towards the home. 18-

year-old Jalon Wright who was in the backyard at the time was shot. He was taken to the hospital 

where he later died from his injuries. Police say they do not have any suspect information -- and 

do not know if wright was the intended target of the shooting. If you know anything take action 

and call the crime line. 

2. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at 6:30am January 11, 2016 Length :20 Later today, jury selection 

begins in the trial of Caesar Goodson --the police officer who drove the van that carried Freddie 

gray before his death. Gray arrived at the police station critically injured after he was driven for 

45-minutes--handcuffed--shackled and unrestrained in the back of the van. Goodson is facing 

second degree murder charges. 

3. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at 5:00pm January 20, 2016 Length :20 right now police in Suffolk 

are looking into a sex crime against a child. We’re told - a 16-year-old boy is accused of sexually 

abusing an 8 year old girl - over the weekend. So far the teenager is not charged - as this case is 

still under instigation. Police tell NewsChannel three - the teen and the little girl do know each 

other.  

4. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at 11:00 pm January 28, 2016 Length :45 a house fire in Chesapeake 

leads police and fire crews to a disturbing discovery a body found inside. Chesapeake crews were 

called to hoover avenue for a house fire around noon today. A neighbor describes the chilling 

moment she found out the house was on fire. “I yelled through the window I was screaming her 

name because she was yelling at first, then she became silent. All I could do was just get over 

there because I knew she was in the house.” neighbors tell NewsChannel 3 the woman who was 

found inside had only lived there for a few months -- but she quickly became a part of the 

community. Police are calling this an ongoing death investigation. If you know anything about it, 

you're asked to take action and call the crime line.

5. WTKR NewsChannel 3at 5:00 am February 5, 2016 Length :30 In Virginia Beach, police are 

looking for 20-year old Devante Williams who according to family shot his own mother. The 

shooting happened on Kitimal drive in ocean lakes subdivision yesterday. The woman was taken 

to the hospital and is expected to be okay. Police say Williams is armed and dangerous and he's 

wanted for attempted murder, carjacking and other related charges. Family members say they do 

not know where DJ is. Police say he left the scene driving a 2014 red Toyota Camry with a 

license plate that reads "prosper." 

6. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at 11:00 pm February 17, 2016 Length :20 New tonight, Virginia 

Beach police need you to take action against crime, and help catch an armed robbery suspect. 

Beach dispatch tells NewsChannel 3 someone was assaulted, robbed and taken to the hospital.

And 

say it's possible the rest of his family was killed days before.

"I 

say no I can't. He say I shoot you! I say go ahead. If you want to shoot me, shoot me." after a 

fight the robber ran out and Patel ran after him--hammer in hand. Authorities say the 17-year old  

accused of trying to rob the store is now in custody and is facing charges. 

10. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at 11:00pm March 8, 2016 Length :20 New tonight, James City 

County police are looking for a man with a number of outstanding warrants. Andre Jovan Payne 

is wanted for abduction - robbery - gun charges and conspiracy to commit a robbery.

11. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at 4:00pm March 16, 2016 Length :45 the university of Virginia 

student detained in north Korea has been sentenced to 15 years of hard labor. The report comes 

from china's official news agency. “Please- I've made the worst mistake of my life!" north Korea 

released this video earlier this month - showing 21-year-old Otto Warmbier's desperate apology. 

Warmbier - a third year business major at UVA -- admitted to stealing a political banner from a 

North Korean hotel two months ago. It’s not known whether his admission was coerced or not. 

Warmbier was arrested on January second as he was about to board a plane to leave the country.  

12. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at Noon March 24, 2016 Length :25 New Details, we know now the 

man who held up a Newport News bank at gunpoint yesterday. Police arrested 37-year-old 

Deshaun hall. He’s being held on a list of charges including two counts of robbery.

F-C's. 

3. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at 630am March 17, 2016 Length :25 Michigan Governor Rick Snyder 

is set to lay the blame for flint's water crisis... at the feet of his state's environmental protection 

agency. He testified before a congressional committee today saying there were systematic failures 

at the Michigan department of environmental quality. The EPA's administrator will also testify 

with Snyder today. 

4. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at 630am March 15, 2016 Length 2:00 Two former officials linked to 

the flint water crisis defended themselves on Capitol Hill today. Former EPA official Susan 

Hedman defended the agency`s actions in response to the flint water crisis. Hedman stepped 

down as the director of the EPA`s Midwest regional office in February as the lead crisis grew. 

She said federal law prevented the EPA from acting more aggressively. 



5. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at 630am February 23, 2016 Length :25 13-eagles found dead on 

Maryland's eastern shore - may have been poisoned. Maryland natural resources police say the 

birds may have eaten poisoned rodents - or killed by chemicals sprayed in a field. There's a 10-

thousand dollar reward for information leading to a conviction. 

6. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at noon February 23, 2016 Length :25 A study done at Rutgers 

University says sea levels rose faster in the past century than during the last 28-hundred years. It 

says they even rose the fastest during the last 20 years. Researchers say greenhouse gases, 

melting glaciers, and higher temperatures cause sea levels to go up, especially around coastal 

areas. 

7. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at 5pm February 16, 2016 Length :20 Hampton roads just saw a 

slight increase for the first time since the beginning of the New Year. The current gas price is one 

dollar and 53 cents. Experts say the lower price is typical for this time of year-- and analysts 

expect this year's peak to happen in April. 

8. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at noon January 1, 2016  Length :20 Crews in Hampton rushed to a 

natural gas leak outside of the Buckroe fire station. We're told a contractor accidentally hit the 

natural gas line with a shovel, causing it to leak just after 9 this morning. The leak did not cause 

any major damage or force any evacuations. East Pembroke Ave near Mallory Street was blocked 

off briefly as crews worked to replace the line.

-- at a different school in Texas after students were exposed to carbon monoxide. Emergency 

workers helped nearly 700 students and adults escape the fumes at the middle school in 

Beaumont yesterday.  More than 170 students and staff needed treatment.  School officials say 

they are working with state inspectors to try and fix the problem. 

10. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at Noon January 15, 2016 Length :25 Environmental officials in New 

Mexico are planning legal action over last year's toxic spill into the  Animas river. State 

authorities said they plan to sue the EPA, the state of Colorado, and the owners of the Gold King 

and Sunny-Side Mines. The spill happened in August when an EPA crew accidentally caused a 

leak that sent three million gallons of heavy metal filled wastewater into the river. 

11. WTKR NewsChannel 3 at Noon January 7, 2016 Length :20 A state of emergency is declared 

in southern California ... because of a major gas leak in Los Angeles county. The leak is at the 

also canyon storage facility in the suburb of Porter Ranch. It was discovered in late October. The 

California air resources board estimates that it is sending about 12-hundred tons of methane into 

the atmosphere every day. Thousands of people have been evacuated because of the fumes are 

making them sick.
