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After having a confidential letter revealed in the press, Christine Blasey Ford came forward this weekend
as the woman accusing Judge Brett Kavanaugh of sexual assault more than 30 years ago. Kavanaugh has
issued a strong denial.

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After days of measured talk, President Trump fired off sharp words Friday about Christine Blasey Ford,
the woman accusing Supreme Court nominee Brett Kavanaugh of sexual assault.

Ford has talked to the FBI about
receiving death threats, as her lawyers negotiate potential testimony. Lisa Desjardins reports.
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The allegations against Brett Kavanaugh have compelled people to share their own experiences with
sexual assault and why they didn't come forward. When Chessy Prout was a freshman in high school,
she was raped by a classmate. She spoke to authorities, brought charges and suffered a backlash. The
author of "I Have the Right To," Prout joins Amna Nawaz to discuss the shame she experienced.

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This week, a barrage of developments occurred around figures within President Trump's inner circle.

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Russia's hacking of the 2016 elections came as a surprise to many, including the tech industry itself,
which was lacking in its initial response.

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For another perspective on Michael Cohen's guilty plea, Judy Woodruff is joined by a former attorney
general under President George W. Bush, Michael Mukasey. According to Mukasey, the payment in
question would have violated campaign finance law only if its sole purpose was to influence the
outcome of an election, which Mukasey says was not the case.
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Fallout continued today after a guilty plea and a guilty verdict for two men with close ties to President
Trump in federal court on a combined 16 counts, ranging from tax fraud to campaign finance violations.

Meanwhile, Iran argued in front of the International Court of
Justice today that economics sanctions imposed by the U.S. violate a 1955 treaty and should be
suspended.
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The loss of Sen. John McCain, a six-term Arizona Republican, sparked national mourning this weekend
for a man considered an American military and political hero. But McCain's passing also changes the
landscape of a heated campaign in his adopted home state. Amy Walter from The Cook Political Report
and NPR's Tamara Keith join John Yang to analyze the political implications of McCain's death.
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The U.N. is calling for an investigation into Myanmar's violent crackdown last year against the Rohingya,
a Muslim minority group. But Rohingya refugees in Bangladesh are finally receiving aid, and despite
repatriation discussions, many are reluctant to return to the people who brutalized them.

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Supreme Court nominee Brett Kavanaugh faced hours of questioning in his second day of confirmation
hearings, including on issues of gun rights, sexual harassment, abortion and presidential powers.
