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Top House Democrats sent a warning to the White House on Wednesday: Stonewalling the 
impeachment inquiry will be treated as grounds for impeachment itself. Meanwhile, Secretary of State 
Mike Pompeo acknowledged for the first time that he was on a July call between President Trump and 
Ukraine's president. Yamiche Alcindor reports, then joins Lisa Desjardins and Judy Woodruff for more. 
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Tensions between police and protesters in Hong Kong escalated overnight, as officers opened fire. A 
young activist was shot, but survived. The unrest came just as mainland China marked the 70th

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In a new Frontline documentary, Saudi Crown Prince Mohammed bin Salman addresses, for the first 
time, his role in the murder of journalist Jamal Khashoggi. Frontline's Martin Smith, who tracked the 
crown prince down for the film, says Khashoggi's murder opened a window for journalists to ask more 
questions. Smith joins Judy Woodruff to discuss what Frontline uncovered. 
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Chinese 5G technology is designed to transmit huge amounts of data instantly, and deploy vast 
networks of surveillance cameras and facial recognition software. While dozens of countries around the 



world plan to adopt the innovation, human rights advocates and the U.S. are sounding the alarm. Nick 
Schifrin reports as part of "China: Power and Prosperity," with support from the Pulitzer Center. 
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The IRS conducts annual audits of the president's and vice president's tax returns in a process intended 
to be protected from politics. But now, a whistleblower is alleging that at least one political appointee at 
the Treasury Department interfered with it. William Brangham talks to The Washington Post's Jeff Stein 
about the "potentially dangerous" implications of such political involvement. 
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In our news wrap Friday, the Labor Department reports employers added a net 136,000 jobs in 
September and the unemployment rate fell to 3.5 percent--a new 50-year low. But factories shed 2,000 



jobs amid fears the manufacturing sector is now in a recession. Also, Iraqi security forces shot and killed 
at least 17 more protesters, bringing the week's death toll to 59 as the prime minister urged calm.

Anthony Brindisi, who narrowly defeated a 
Republican incumbent in 2018.

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Boeing's 737 Max jets have yet to resume flying after a pair of deadly crashes in the past year sparked 
broad scrutiny of Boeing's corporate practices and the FAA certification process.

Shepardson of Reuters about the "moving" presence of bereaved family members in the room. 
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On Tuesday, Lt. Col. Alexander Vindman became the first person on President Trump's July 25 phone call 
with Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskiy to testify as part of the impeachment inquiry. He said he 
had been "concerned" by Trump's request during the call for Ukraine to open investigations into the 
Biden family.

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The House of Representatives voted Thursday to approve rules governing the impeachment process.

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The Kentucky governor's race is one of three gubernatorial contests that will serve as key tests of 
Republican strength ahead of the 2020 presidential election. President Trump is campaigning there

Andy Beshear, the state's attorney general. William Brangham reports from the Bluegrass State.

Andy Beshear beat Republican Gov. Matt Bevin by a very slim margin, while Mississippi elected a 
Republican governor. And Virginia voters put both houses of the state's legislature under Democratic 
control. Amna Nawaz reports and Judy Woodruff speaks with the University of Virginia's Kyle Kondik. 
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Transcripts were released Tuesday of testimonies from two central figures in the impeachment inquiry: 
Ambassador to the European Union Gordon Sondland and former Special Envoy to Ukraine Kurt Volker. 
Both men were on the July call between President Trump and Ukrainian President Volodymr Zelenskiy. 
Meanwhile, more White House officials declined to appear for interviews. Lisa Desjardins reports. 
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On Tuesday, transcripts of impeachment inquiry testimony from Ambassador Gordon Sondland and 
former Special Envoy to Ukraine Kurt Volker were released.

He explains the unexpected origin of the program, what his goal is with interviewing celebrities 
and how it feels to play an entertaining buffoon - but don't take anything he says too seriously. 
Aukerman shares his brief but spectacular take on his life in comedy. 
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In our news wrap Friday, a new book by an anonymous administration official claims senior officials 
considered resigning last year in protest of an unfit president with "trouble synthesizing information." 
The White House has dismissed the book as lies. Also, the leading Shiite cleric in Iraq, Grand Ayatollah 
Ali al-Sistani, appealed for the government to stop using violence against protesters. 
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House committees involved in the impeachment inquiry have released nearly 2700 pages of closed-door 
deposition transcripts. Many of the officials interviewed echoed the whistleblower's concerns about 
President Trump's policy toward Ukraine. Trump, meanwhile, renewed claims that the whistleblower 
was guilty of wrongdoing. Lisa Desjardins reports and joins Nick Schifrin and Judy Woodruff to discuss.

Marie Yovanovitch, who served as U.S. ambassador to Ukraine until she was abruptly recalled in May of 
this year, testified publicly as part of the impeachment inquiry on Friday. As Yovanovitch answered 
questions about why President Trump had dismissed her, Trump took to Twitter to launch new attacks 
against her.

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The impeachment inquiry has moved quickly, with more than a dozen witnesses, nearly 2700 pages of 
testimony and, now, public hearings. But how did we get here? Lisa Desjardins and Yamiche Alcindor 
take a look back at key events in the Ukraine saga and the previously obscure U.S. officials who will play 
important roles in the upcoming hearings. 
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The House impeachment inquiry will go public Wednesday, with its first open-door hearing on Capitol 
Hill. Members of the House Intelligence Committee, both Democrats and Republicans, will have 
opportunities to question two key witnesses in the ongoing investigation around President Trump's 
dealings with Ukraine. Nick Schifrin joins Judy Woodruff with an overview of each party's messaging. 
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Attacks and reprisals between Israel and its enemies occur regularly, now and then exploding into all-out 
war. In particular, Israeli security is threatened by militant groups like Hamas in the south and Lebanon's 
Hezbollah to the north. Ryan Chilcote reports from two Israeli border communities about how families 
there are seeking a normal life amid constant fear and uncertainty. 
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Turkish President Recep Tayyip Erdogan visited Washington Wednesday, prompting protests by Kurdish 
Americans and others outside the White House. Erdogan received a warm welcome from President 
Trump, but some Republicans in the Senate expressed concern about the friendly treatment only weeks 
after the Turkish military aggression in Syria that both parties in Congress decried. Amna Nawaz reports. 
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Rep. Doug Collins, R-Ga., is the highest-ranking Republican member of the House Judiciary Committee, 
which will play an important role in the impeachment process. He joins Judy Woodruff to discuss his 
impressions from the inquiry's first public hearing, including that there was "nothing new" shared by 
witnesses William Taylor and George Kent, and why Adam Schiff can't "rubber stamp" impeachment. 
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Rep. Jackie Speier, D-Calif., is a member of the House Intelligence Committee, and she questioned 
witnesses William Taylor and George Kent during the impeachment inquiry's first public hearing 
Wednesday. She joins Judy Woodruff to discuss why she thinks President Trump is guilty of "committing 
bribery," how her Republican colleagues are in "lockstep" with the president and what's coming next. 
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For a variety of reactions to the first day of public hearings in the impeachment inquiry into President 
Trump, Judy Woodruff speaks with Walter Dellinger, acting solicitor general under President Clinton; C. 
Boyden Gray, former U.S. ambassador to the European Union under President George W. Bush; Mieke 
Eoyang of Third Way National Security Program; and Michael Allen of Beacon Global Strategies. 
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Wednesday marked the first public hearing of the impeachment inquiry into President Trump, which is 
looking at whether Trump violated his oath of office and jeopardized U.S. national security by pressuring 
Ukraine to conduct investigations to benefit him politically. Yamiche Alcindor, Lisa Desjardins, and Nick 
Schifrin join Judy Woodruff to review testimony from William Taylor and George Kent. 
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Anti-government protests in Hong Kong erupted into chaos Monday, leaving two people critically 
injured. One person was shot at close range by police, while separately, a China supporter was set on 
fire. Hong Kong's leader, Carrie Lam, vowed to "spare no effort" to end the violent demonstrations that 
have gripped the semi-autonomous Chinese territory for five months. Judy Woodruff reports. 
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Bolivia, South America's poorest country, is politically divided - and currently without a leader. President 
Evo Morales announced on state television Sunday that he was the victim of a coup and thus was 
resigning. But his political opponents contend he was a dictator who eventually succumbed to the 
powers of democracy. Nick Schifrin reports on how Bolivia is facing a government reconstruction. 
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Additional closed-door deposition transcripts from the impeachment inquiry were released Monday. 
Laura Cooper, deputy assistant secretary at the Department of Defense, testified during her appearance 
that her colleagues questioned whether aid appropriated by Congress for Ukraine could legally be 
frozen by President Trump. Yamiche Alcindor and Lisa Desjardins join Judy Woodruff to discuss. 
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NPR's Tamara Keith and Amy Walter of the Cook Political Report join Judy Woodruff to discuss the latest 
political news, including whether open hearings could change Americans' minds about impeachment, 
implications for Joe Biden's presidential campaign, the potential entry of Michael Bloomberg into the 
Democratic race, Sen.

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Fourteen contenders for the 2020 Democratic presidential nomination headed to Nevada this weekend, 
trying to distinguish themselves in the primary season's third-voting state. The lineup included former 
Massachusetts Governor Deval Patrick, a new entrant to the race. But as the candidates jostle for 
attention, the party's debate over how best to beat Donald Trump continues. Amna Nawaz reports. 
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President Trump says he will consider testifying on his own behalf in the impeachment inquiry. Former 
U.S. Special Envoy to Ukraine Kurt Volker, career State Department official Jennifer Williams, departing 
National Security Council official Tim Morrison and National Security Council official Lt. Col. Alexander 
Vindman are scheduled to appear Tuesday. Yamiche Alcindor joins Amna Nawaz to discuss. 
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NPR's Tamara Keith and Amy Walter of the Cook Political Report join Amna Nawaz to discuss the latest 
political news, including Pete Buttigieg's surge in Iowa, former Vice President Joe Biden's lead in South 
Carolina polls, Sen.

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Police in Hong Kong have tightened their siege on the campus of the Polytechnic University, where 
hundreds of protesters are trapped inside. It's the latest bout of violence in nearly six months of 
demonstrations -- one China is warning it won't let go too far. Nick Schifrin reports and talks to Kurt 
Tong, former U.S. consul general to Hong Kong, about the protesters' strategy and U.S. response. 
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Last Friday, President Trump intervened in the legal cases of three U.S. service members accused of war 
crimes. Against the advice of the Pentagon, Trump pardoned two of the men and reinstated the rank of 
the third. The moves reignited a debate over justice in war and the military's legal system. Lt. Col. Rachel

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Democratic Rep. Pramila Jayapal of Washington is a member of the House Judiciary Committee, which 
will ultimately be responsible for deciding if impeachment charges are brought against President Trump. 
Jayapal joins Amna Nawaz to discuss why she is disturbed by her Republican colleagues' defense of 
Trump's actions and the most "damning" evidence she has seen in the investigation so far. 
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Tuesday marked a significant day in the impeachment inquiry into President Trump, as officials on the 
July 25th phone call between Trump and Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskiy testified in open 
hearings for the first time. Lisa Desjardins, Nick Schifrin and Yamiche Alcindor join Amna Nawaz to 
discuss the day's highlights, including a personal attack on a witness in the middle of testifying. 
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The fifth debate among candidates for the 2020 Democratic presidential nomination is taking place 
Wednesday night in Atlanta. Since the most recent previous debate, the top tier of candidates has 
remained largely consistent -- but Pete Buttigieg has experienced a surge in Iowa polls that may open 
him up to increased scrutiny from his competitors.

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In our news wrap Wednesday, Israel will likely have an unprecedented third election this year, after 
center-right leader Benny Gantz announced he could not secure a ruling majority in parliament. Also, in 
neighboring Syria, Israeli airstrikes struck dozens of sites used by Iranian forces to support the Syrian 
regime. An activist group reported 23 people were killed, including two civilians. 
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The House Judiciary Committee would hold hearings on impeachment after the House Intelligence 
Committee concludes theirs. Do those Democrats feel they have enough evidence to move forward with 
articles of impeachment for President Trump? Rep. Steve Cohen, D-Tenn., is a member of that 
committee, and he joins Judy Woodruff to discuss what Ambassador Gordon Sondland said. 
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The Trump administration quickly pushed back on the claims of Ambassador to the European Union 
Gordon Sondland that Vice President Mike Pence, Secretary of State Mike Pompeo and acting Chief of 
Staff Mick Mulvaney, among others, were aware of Sondland's efforts to get Ukraine to open an 
investigation into the Bidens. Kellyanne Conway, counselor to President Trump, joins Judy Woodruff to 
discuss. 
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Gordon Sondland, U.S. ambassador to the European Union, testified to the House Wednesday that there 
was a quid pro quo with Ukraine and that he followed President Trump's orders to work with Rudy 
Giuliani. Sondland also implicated Secretary of State Mike Pompeo and Vice President Mike Pence in a 
pressure campaign. Nick Schifrin, Yamiche Alcindor and Lisa Desjardins join Judy Woodruff to discuss. 
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Ten candidates for the 2020 Democratic presidential nomination met on stage Wednesday night for 
their fifth debate of the campaign. But in Atlanta, nearly a thousand miles from the impeachment 
inquiry on Capitol Hill, that was still the first topic discussed.

After weeks of closed-door and public hearings, the House Intelligence Committee released a 300-page 
report making the case for impeachment of President Trump, arguing that he solicited the interference 
of a foreign government in a U.S. election, obstructed the impeachment probe and sought to intimidate 
witnesses. Lisa Desjardins reports and joins Yamiche Alcindor and Judy Woodruff to discuss. 
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London's NATO summit was intended to celebrate a critical military alliance -- but ended up highlighting 
divisions among member nations. Canadian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau was caught on camera 
appearing to mock President Trump to other leaders, while Trump openly questioned whether NATO 
should defend countries that don't pay their share on defense. Special correspondent Ryan Chilcote 
reports. 
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The Trump administration is making some major changes to the food stamp program, known as SNAP. 
On Wednesday, the U.S. Department of Agriculture finalized a new rule expected to end access to the 
benefit for nearly 700,000 people by enforcing tougher work standards and limiting exemptions. The 
Urban Institute's Elaine Waxman joins Amna Nawaz to discuss. 
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In the House Judiciary Committee's first hearing Wednesday, four legal experts shared their perspective 
on impeachment -- and whether President Trump's handling of Ukraine policy meets the standard to 
justify it. Lisa Desjardins, who attended the hearing, joins Judy Woodruff and Yamiche Alcindor to 
discuss the four charges made against Trump, partisan and personal attacks and what comes next.

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The House Judiciary Committee held its first impeachment hearing Wednesday, receiving testimony 
from four legal scholars on the constitutional basis for impeachment. Rep. Doug Collins, R-Ga., ranking 
Republican on the committee, is leading his party's effort to defend President Trump in the 
impeachment inquiry. Rep. Collins joins Judy Woodruff to discuss disagreeing with Democrats on basic 
facts. 
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Rep. Madeleine Dean, D-Pa., sits on the House Judiciary Committee, which held its first hearing in the 
impeachment inquiry into President Trump Wednesday. The panel heard testimony from four legal 
scholars about the history and precedent for impeachment. Rep. Dean joins Judy Woodruff to discuss 
politics vs. patriotism and why the evidence of Trump's wrongdoing is "undenied" by House Republicans. 
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The origins of the Russia investigation were under the microscope on Capitol Hill Wednesday. Michael 
Horowitz, inspector general for the Department of Justice, sat for a day-long hearing with the Senate 
Judiciary Committee about his recent report examining accusations of political bias in the FBI and how 
the bureau conducted itself in the early months of the probe. William Brangham reports. 
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The United Kingdom goes to the polls Thursday in what is being considered the most significant election 
since the end of World War II. Conservative Prime Minister Boris Johnson needs a clear majority in 
Parliament to force through a deal for a January Brexit. But as special correspondent Malcolm Brabant 
reports, British voters have trust issues with both Johnson and Labour rival Jeremy Corbyn. 
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After months of discussion, congressional Democrats have struck a deal with the Trump administration 
over trade with Mexico and Canada. If passed by Congress, the USMCA will be the United States' largest 
single trade agreement, with trillions of dollars in goods flowing both ways. Amna Nawaz reports and 
talks to The Wilson Center's Christopher Wilson about what changed from NAFTA--and what didn't. 
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The fallout regarding President Trump's Ukraine policy reached a new milestone on Tuesday, as the 
House Judiciary Committee introduced two articles of impeachment against the president. But at the 
same time, recently warring congressional Republicans and Democrats arrived at a major bipartisan 
agreement on trade.

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Protesters have shut down Paris and much of France in angry response to proposed pension reforms. 
The changes, which would unify the current system and increase workers' ability to change sectors, 
represent the delivery of a campaign promise from President Emmanuel Macron.
