 We sell awesome duffle bags and backpacks and for each bag sold a bag is donated to kids in foster care, so they do not have to carry 


a trash bag. Carrying trash bags erodes there since of dignity and self-worth and we are trying to change that one bag at time. Our 


hope is to start getting corporate sponsorship so we can give more bags. So far, we have donated about 500 bags to kids in foster 


care. The problem of kids entering foster care is real. There are over 435,000 kids currently in foster care and not enough homes to 


house them. We need more foster parents and people that are willing to take older kids and sibling groups. Most of the time these 


kids are harder to place because older kids come into care having been through a lot already.

 What PAWS Does/Our Mission: PAWS works with the community to create a safe, healthy and caring environment for 


the citizens and animals, through education, adoption and courteous enforcement of TN codes and County regulations 


pertaining to animals. Rutherford County Pet Adoption & Welfare Services (PAWS) serves as animal and rabies control for 


Rutherford County, TN, investigating concerns of animal cruelty and abuse and responding to calls of domestic, stray 


animals running at large. The shelter is also open 7 days a week (outside of most holidays) for pet adoptions and for 


owners to search and receive guidance for lost pets.  


 Programs and services PAWS offers:  


o Pet Adoption - Any adult, 18 years of age or older, is welcome to apply to adopt a pet. You do not have to live in 


Rutherford County to apply. We generally have cats and dogs available for adoption, but have found homes for 


other animals, i.e., bunnies, lizards, birds, livestock, etc. Some of the most unique adoptions have been, sugar 


gliders ("flying squirrels") and a tank of fish! 


 "Free Fur All Friday" - Supported by Petco Foundation, adoption fees of available pets are waived each 


Friday to approved applicants. 


o Free Spay & Neuter Program - Thanks to grants and funding, PAWS offers a FREE Spay & Neuter service to all 


Rutherford County, TN residents. We are one of very few, known shelters or organizations to offer this service. 


This program has made a major impact on reducing the number of unwanted litters and pets, as well as 


overpopulation of pets in the community. 


o Rabies & Microchips - PAWS offers the 1-year rabies vaccine and microchips to the public, $15 each, per cat or 


dog. We would love to see more pet owners take advantage of microchips, to ensure more pets are reunited 


with their owners.  


o Pet Resource Desk - The shelter takes in stray, domestic pets found in Rutherford County, every day of the year. 


Outside of emergencies, animals are accepted to the shelter by appointment, in addition to animal control 


officers picking up strays from residents who request this service. There are unfortunate times when pet owners 


are no longer able to care for their pets, and request to surrender them to the shelter. The Pet Resource Desk 


offers guidance in making the best decision for themselves and their pet, including the delicate decision to 


request euthanasia service. The Pet Resource Desk sets up appointments for residents who wish to move 


forward with surrendering their pet to the shelter. 


o Trap Neuter Release (TNR), Barn & Community Cat Programs - The "TNR", Barn & Community Cat Programs 


allow feral, wild or community cats to continue to live and thrive outdoors, while stabilizing the cat population. 


Outdoor cats are spayed or neutered, given a rabies vaccine and released to a familiar area. PAWS also receives 


cats who would be wonderful as barn or "working" cats, and accepts sign ups for those looking to adopt an 


outdoor, barn cat.  


 How to Help: The community can support the animals of the shelter by donating monetarily, purchasing a Kuranda dog 


bed, donating items from the PAWS wish list or becoming a Foster Volunteer! 


o Foster Volunteer Program: One of the best ways to support the shelter at this time is becoming a Foster 


Volunteer for neonate kittens and puppies. Fosters allow young kittens and puppies to receive care outside the 


shelter, reducing their chances of coming in contact with illnesses or diseases, until they are at a healthy state 


and age to come back to the shelter to be spayed or neutered and placed up for adoption. No experience is 


necessary and all items are provided to ensure fosters and their foster kittens or puppies are successful. Apply to 


be a Foster Volunteer by visiting the shelter during business hours or visiting:

1. What is Dismas House of Nashville?  
 


 Dismas was founded 46 years ago by a Vanderbilt University chaplain Father Jack Hickey who had a vision to bring 
students together with formerly incarcerated men to live together and learn from one another.  


 Dismas House is a re-entry facility offering a comprehensive and holistic array of services encapsulated by our “Four 
Pillars,” which are 1) basic needs, 2) health and well-being, 3) life skills, and 4) legal support. Our 
goal is to reduce recidivism by removing the largest barrier for formerly incarcerated men first which is immediate 
access to food, shelter, and clothing upon their release. 


 We recently completed a $12 million expansion project building a 24,000 square foot campus with 72 beds and 
affordable housing units at 2424 Charlotte Avenue. 


 With Dismas’ new expanded facility we expect to serve at minimum 150 men a year with 56 program beds and 16 
transitional housing units.  


2. What is the mission of Dismas? 
 


 The mission of Dismas House of Nashville is to foster community awareness and understanding of the challenges and 
obstacles formerly incarcerated men face upon reentry by providing a system for personal transformation and 
growth as they transition back to society.  


 As a Tennessee re-entry provider, it is Dismas’ vision that residents remain free and become self-sufficient, 
contributing members of society. We do that by making communities stronger and reuniting families.  


 We offer Four Pillars of Programming to serve the needs of our residents: Basic Needs, Health & Well-Being, Life Skills 
and Legal Support.  


3. How has COVID-19 impacted Dismas? 
 


 The pandemic has affected the prison population increasing Dismas’ program applications and shortening release 
time for new arrivals. In the first four months of operation, we have already served as many men as we would in a 
typical year. 


 Dismas conducted a house blessing and dedication of its Career Center sponsored by Comcast and the Urban League 
of Nashville to provide 20 laptops for residents.  


o The laptops have made it possible for residents to safely receive programming during COVID-19 including life 
skills, health and wellness, group therapy, 12-steps, personalized mental health counseling and seek 
employment. 


 Dismas received a grant from the Tennessee Community CARES Program to address health and economic needs 
created by the COVID-19 pandemic.  


o Funds will go to groceries, COVID-19 personal use items, additional cleaning and janitorial supplies and 
upgrades to IT infrastructure to accommodate the shift to online programming for residents.  


4. How can people support Dismas?  


 One of the best ways to get to know Dismas and its residents is to volunteer to host a community dinner at the 
house. 


o We have groups from universities, churches and other community organizations who volunteer Monday – 
Thursday to bring dinner for residents.  


o We have time for fellowship and you can learn all about our programs and how to get involved. You can sign 
up on our website at dismas.org.

music and industry, and city officials from both sides to visit each other for the past 3 and a half years, Nashville and 
Chengdu established the formal sister city relationship in June 2020. 


 
b. How do these work together and impact the city of Nashville and Tennessee? 


 
There is no distance between countries anymore.  It is just like human beings. People need to establish relationships with 
other people.  TAC3 is the bridge between the United States and China.  The Sister City of Nashville creates a very specific 
relationship with Chengdu.   3PL Services links the bridge to a specific location. 
 
3PL Services utilizes these connections in helping business exchanges in Tennessee and China.  We fill in the gaps in cultures, 
languages, legal, regulations, and many areas.   
 
We also extend the students and schools into another level of academic’s interaction.  We had public students who went to 
Chengdu to attend the high school debate competitions.  We had young musicians who went to Chengdu to attend the Youth 
Music Festivals week.  We had students who came to the United States to participate in a week of the student exchange 
program.  Students were hosted by American families. 
 
We use this platform to increase people's level of relationship in different countries.  We also use this connection to create 
business and cultural opportunities. 
 
This is a Win/Win/Win solution.  Beyond Nashville, we use the same platform to connect more cities and states, such as 
Memphis, California, etc.  The only limitation of this connection is our imagination.

Robyn Householder, President and CEO of the Better Business Bureau Middle Tennessee and Southern Kentucky, who provides some 
context around their efforts to promote beneficial, ethical relationships between consumers and businesses. During the interview, 
Householder discusses a number of scams that are taking place and offers helpful tips for avoiding them. The scams covered include 
dishonest charity fundraisers, holiday shopping scams, and Medicare scams. 
 
Robyn Householder has spent most of her professional life with the Better Business Bureau (BBB) and currently serves as the 
President and CEO of BBB Middle Tennessee and Southern Kentucky. She brings over three decades of leadership and management 
experience to promoting beneficial, ethical relationships between consumers and businesses. 
 
In her current role, Robyn is responsible for upholding BBB’s Standards of Trust, and providing strategic leadership to the 
organization by working with its Board of Directors and other management to cultivate new relationships with Accredited Businesses, 
establish long-term goals, strategies, plans, and policies to continue BBB’s relevance in the marketplace.  
 
Prior to joining BBB Middle Tennessee and Southern Kentucky, Householder spent 15 years working throughout the Ohio BBB system, 
as well as for the Council of BBB’s. During this time, Robyn held a variety of positions, ranging from Account Executive to Interim CEO 
and National Mentor, where she provided strategic development, consulting and training to BBB’s throughout the United States. 
Robyn continued with her tenure at BBB Austin where she spent 6 years as the Vice President of Development and as BBB’s 
Education Foundation Executive Director.  
 
Most recently, Robyn served for several years as President of Goodwill Contract Services, Inc.  While at Goodwill, she managed more 
than 200 employees and over $25 million in annual revenue.  
 
Robyn holds a BS in Consumer Science and Marketing from the University of Dayton. She has been married to her husband Jay for 36 
years, and they have two children, Meghan, 28, and Calvin, 20, and a new granddaughter, Marlowe.

Background: Spot and stop dishonest charity fundraisers 


 FTC announced a settlement in a case against Outreach Calling, Inc., its founder Mark Gelvan, and others. 


 FTC announced that they called millions of Americans on behalf of bogus charities.  
o They claimed that the charities delivered care packages to Vietnam veterans in need, helped breast cancer 


survivors, gave grants to family members of fallen officers, and other things. 


 these fundraisers kept 90% or more of the donations they got. 
 
Talking points  
 


 Do you research especially now when many organizations are strapped for cash. 


 The giving season is also starting early this year due to increased need in the community and lower than normal 
corporate donations. 


 See what these rating organizations say about the charity: BBB Wise Giving Alliance, Charity Navigator, Charity 
Watch, and GuideStar. 


 
Tips: 
If called, ask the caller specific questions: 


o What is the charity’s name, phone number, or address? Write these down so you can confirm them later. Keep in 
mind that many charity names sound alike. 


Resist the pressure to donate now. After you’ve listened to the caller, hang up the phone and think about what they said. 
Then, go online and do your own research: 


o Search for the organization’s name and phone number, plus the word “scam” or “complaint.” What you find might 
help you decide if you want to make that donation. 


Always go online and donate on a SSL verified (lock in the corner of the URL) donation page. 


 Be careful for name confusion.

Background: Holiday shopping scam 
 


 With holidays around the corner (including prime and other promotional days.) stores and shops are trying to meet 
you and find you online instead of the normal black Friday promotions. 


o Walmart’s new way for kids to view the toy aisle from home 


 47% consumers are planning on doing holiday shopping online.  


 Many people did not go on normal trips meaning that some will be tempted to spend on larger items, TV and 
electronics.  


 
Talking points: 


 Online purchase scams have steadily been rising in effectiveness because of a shift in behavior and normalization of 
online purchasing.  In 2016 consumers who lost money to online purchase scams made up around 34% of our 
reported scams. This year we are up 65%. 


 Specifically, fake websites have seen a 51% increase over this same time frame last year.  


 With 47% consumers planning on doing holiday shopping online many people will fall for that ad on social media or a 
fake website that has that kids toy that is out of stock. 


 
Tips: 


 Before paying, know your rights and responsibilities. In everything from check cashing scams to cons involving 
new peer-to-peer payment systems, scammers often take advantage of what consumers don’t know when it comes 
to processing payments. Don’t make a purchase from a shady seller assuming you’ll be protected no matter what. 


 Before buying online, confirm the site has real contact information. Make sure the seller has a working phone 
number and address on the website, so you can contact them in case of problems. 


 If the price seems too good to be true, there’s probably something wrong. Be wary if the item is selling for 
significantly lower than what you’ve seen elsewhere. 


 Review BBB online shopping tips. Many online purchase scams use similar tactics. See BBB.org/ShoppingOnline for 
more advice. 


 
Background: Medicare scams 


 Open Enrollment for Medicare Part D and Medicare Advantage plans started Oct. 15 to December 7 


 ACA open enrolment is Novemebr 1 to December 15 (ACA) 


 Employees should also be on the lookout for emails from employer and service provider. 
 
Talking points: 


 Last year the most common situation was someone claiming to be a “Medicare advisor.” The caller tells you that they 
can enroll you in Medicare or another health insurance program over the phone 


 Or they used fear saying your insurance would cancel immediately unless you renewed right now. 


 Some dishonest brokers may try to sell you plans that don’t fit your needs just to benefit them financially. Scammers 
may pose as government representatives to steal your identity.  


 no-cost genetic DNA testing has been popular in the past. 


  
 
Tips:  


 Be wary of anyone who contacts you unsolicited. People representing Medicare or ACA plans don’t contact you by 
phone, email or in person unless you are already enrolled. Be especially cautious of calls that require quick action or 
immediate payment, or that threaten you in any way. 


 Decline promotional gifts in exchange for personal information. Keep a healthy level of skepticism any time a broker 
offers you free gifts, health screenings, or other special deals. Never sign up with a broker who offers you an 
expensive “sign-up gift” in exchange for providing your Medicare ID number or other personally identifiable 
information. 


 Beware of dishonest brokers who offer “free health screenings.” Some brokers offer this to weed out people who are 
less healthy. This is called “cherry picking” and is against the Medicare rules.
