KUCR 
public affairs programs listed take place every week, regularly throughout 
the year, on a variety of topics related to their stated subject matter.  In most 
cases, the day of the week and the time is specified, along with dates aired.  
KUCR broadcasts every day, 365 days a year, 24 hours a day.  Programs fall 
into a variety of categories, including environmental, historical, cultural, 
political, education, sports, news, public services announcements (PSAs), 
consumer information, arts, media analysis, music discussion, UCR campus 
newspaper coverage, consumer information, classical music, international 
relations, and more.
