The Morning News Service airs from 7-9am — two full hours of news, weather, sports,
travel updates, commentary, interviews, plus studio and phone guests. WDEV employs
our own forecaster Roger Hill who details the micro-climate of the region while watching
major national weather stories and climate change. The MNS is produced by Radio
Vermont News with additional world and national updates from CBS Radio News.

Radio Vermont News has developed reporter relations with WCAX-TV Channel
3 News. Monday-Friday reporter Melissa Sheketoff joins the Morning News Service with
a “live” interactive update to explore stories in much greater depth than available from
wire service reports.

Re-Broadcast of WCAX-TV News: 11-11:30pm
Since the conversion to all digital over-the-air TV broadcasts, many in our listening area
told us that they missed WCAX news — no longer available to them “over the air.”

Through special retransmission agreement with WCAX News, WDEV re-broadcasts the
11pm report as a service to the public. (This is occasionally pre-empted by late-airing
sporting events such as when the Red Sox play on the West Coast.)

Saturday Morning:

Similar to weekdays, WDEV is “live and local” with updated news reports including the
Morning News Service from 7-8am. This hour also features “For the Birds” a program
dedicated to watching and listening to birds; “The Green Mountain Club” report — with
opportunities to explore VT outdoors and take advantage of guided and organized hikes
around the state.

Sunday Morning:

At 6:00AM, WDEYV airs CBS Radio Sunday Morning, and “The Takeout with Majhor
Garrett”, a weekly news magazine show.

New Year’'s Eve is the deadline for Vermont to spend all of its $1.25 billion in
Cares Act federal funding, but many state officials and nonprofits say it's not
going to provide enough help to everyone who needs it and that Congress must
act to pass another stimulus package.

Vermont has spent about two-thirds of its Cares Act funding on housing, business

and farm grants, education, COVID testing, broadband, PPE, and many other
sectors.

With the year-end deadline to spend it all, some states are calling for an
extension or more flexibility.

Vt. Finance Commissioner Adam Greshin tells Channel 3 the Scott administration

and the Legislature are planning to spend it all with the expectation that more aid
is_not on the way.

Vermont's tax commissioner is forecasting that education property taxes could rise an
average of 9% next year, mostly as a result of the pandemic-induced recession, new
pension obligations, and rising school spending.

VTDigger reports that prediction was laid out in the so-called December 1 letter, a documevrwict"m
the Department is required to prepare and send to lawmakers by that date each year.

The forecast from the annual projections are not set in stone, but they do set the stage for
local budgeting decisions and debates at the Statehouse.

However, state leaders said they do not think a 9% increase would be tenable for
Vermonters struggling to recover financially from the pandemic.

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MIRO GETS NOMINATION

Mayor Miro Weinberger is officially Burlington's Democratic mayoral nominee after Sunday's
virtual Democratic caucus.

WCAX reports that Weinberger will face Progressive City Councilor Max Tracy and
Independent City Councilor Ali Dieng in March. This is Weinberger's fourth mayoral run.

The Democratic Party said about 500 people registered to participate in the caucus. About |
1,400 people participated in last week's Progressive caucus.

Party chair Adam Roof attributes the smaller turnout to the fact that no other Democrat was
running against Weinberger for the nomination. Two candidates were vying for the
Progressive Party's nomination.
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City Council President Max Tracy has won the Progressive nomination for Mayor of
Burlington.,

Joshua Wronski, Executive Director of the Vermont Progressive Party, says a record 1,420
Burlington residents voted in the party's caucus. 787 voted for Tracy and 631 for City
Councilor Brian Pine.

Tracy will face off against incumbent Democratic Mayor Miro Weinberger on Town Meeting
Day.

1 On Saturday the Progressive Party will hold a virtual rally on Facebook Live to formally
launch Tracy's general election campaign.

The Democratic caucus is this Sunday.

Leading up to Election Day there is a fair amount of electoral uncertainty in the
race between President Donald Trump and former Vice President Joe Biden.

With many states switching to a mail in ballot system, some may not know the
results on election night.

Vermont town clerks are allowed to process ballots ahead of time, so we will most
likely know who wins.

Voters like Lucy Powell, a college student from Massachusetts, told Channel 3
she suspects there will be some unrest, no matter who wins, but believes that
Vermonters should be able to protest without violence.

Jarred Tompson was at a rally for President Trump in Barre on Friday. He agreed
that big cities may see serious disruption, but feels that will not be the case in
Vermont.

Vermont Public Safety Commissioner Michael Schirling said they don't anticipate
any widespread protests or violence in Vermont, and law enforcement does have
plans in place depending on the outcome.

Schirling did not reveal details about what those plans would be.
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Vermont voters are going to be casting ballots for president, governor, the state's lone
member of the U.S. House and other statewide and local candidates.

Opening times for polling places on Tuesday vary, but all close at 7 p.m.

Republican President Donald Trump and his Democratic challenger, former Vice President
Joe Biden, are both seeking Vermont's three electoral votes.

Incumbent Republican Governor Phil Scott is seeking his third two-year-term. His
Democratic challenger is Lieutenant Governor David Zuckerman.

U.S. Rep. Peter Welch is seeking reelection to the post he first won in 2006, facing
registered nurse Miriam Berry, who is seeking to become the first woman to ever represent
Vermont in Congress.

Vermont Democratic House Speaker Mitzi-Johnson has lost
her re-election bid by 23 votes to Republican Michael Morgan.

Morgan picked up three votes in the recount of the two-seat
Grand Isle-Chittenden race after Johnson narrowly lost by 18
votes on Election Day. The nine-term incumbent’s loss means
that House Democrats will have to select a new speaker for the
coming session. They will vote on a new speaker in two weeks.

The full House will elect its next speaker in January.
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' The Vermont Senate Democratic caucus, has unanimously nominated Windham County
Senator Becca Balint, to be the next Senate pro tempore and Windsor County Senator
Alison Clarkson, to be the new majority leader.

Democrats will hold a 24-6 edge over Republicans in the Senate next year, so the caucus
choices will be the Senate's new leaders.

The Democratic caucus also chose Rutland County Senator Cheryl Hooker, as the assista:
majority leader -- the caucus whip.

Grand Isle Senator Dick Mazza, will return to his role as the third member of the Committee
on Committees, which sets the state of play for the upper chamber -- including decisions
-about who will chair committees.
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LOCAL - VT HOUSE SPEAKER RACE

Rep. Sarah Copeland Hanzas of Bradford has exited the race for speaker of the Vermont
House, likely clearing the path for Jill Krowinski of Burlington to lead the chamber in January.

Days after Speaker Mitzi Johnson lost her House seat this month, Copeland Hanzas
became the first candidate to declare her interest in the speakership and began lobbying
colleagues for support. Bt

Seven Days reports that, in addition to Krowinski, at least one other candidate remains in
the running. Woodstock Rep. Charlie Kimbell, a two-term moderate, said he's continuing to
seek support for his candidacy, but he acknowledged that he was unlikely to prevail.
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The field for Burlington mayor is getting crowded.

VTDigger reports that Democratic incumbent Miro Weinberger announced he's running for
reelection.

Progressive Councilors Brian Pine and Max Tracy will also seek their party's nomination.
Independent Councilor Ali Dieng confirmed to VTDigger Tuesday morning that he's also

i running for mayor. South End resident Patrick White told Seven Days that he plans to run ;
‘an independent.

Weinberger's administration has enjoyed considerable success navigating the Covid-19
pandemic as one of the least affected cities in the country. But some see him as vulnerable
in this race, primarily due to the perpetually stalled CityPlace downtown development project
and the recent protests around police reform in the Burlington Police Department.

Voters will cast ballots on Town Meeting Day in March.

Vermont Secretary of State Jim Condos signed a directive that will introduce new
requirements for poll observers who want to “challenge” voters on Election Day.

VTDigger reports that under state law, political parties, independent candidates
and public committees advocating for or against ballot questions are allowed to
send two representatives to Vermont polling places to watch and challenge
voters’ rights to cast ballots.

These observers can challenge voters on two grounds: if they suspect a voter is
not the person they claim to be, or that they have already voted in a given
election. Members of local boards of civil authority then determine whether an
individual can vote.

Condos’ directive will require election observers who want to challenge voters to
register with town clerks no later than Friday, four days before the election. He
said the requirement is aimed at giving local election officials the opportunity to
make adjustments to accommodate for poll observers, and maintain a safe,
socially-distanced environment.
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Vermont Secretary of State Jim Condos is once again urging people to cast their ballots
early, ahead of the November 3rd general election.

In a statement Wednesday, Condos said voters should make their early voting plan and
return their voted ballot using the safe, secure early voting option of their choice.

Voters must follow all instructions in the ballot package.

The ballots can be mailed, returned directly to the voter's town or city clerk or brought to the:; ‘
polls on Election Day.

Condos says people who plan to mail their ballots should get them in the mail by Saturday to
ensure there is time enough for the ballots to be delivered by Election Day.
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The Vermont Secretary of State's Office recently sent out absentee ballots to 438,000 active
registered voters so that state residents have the option to vote by mail this November.

But VTDigger reports that thousands of those ballots have returned to town and city clerks
offices around the state because they're undeliverable, and didn't reach voters.

Officials say that is because residents either recently moved, or didn't provide precise or
accurate address information to their towns.

However, people who haven't received mailable ballots still have time to request them.
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Vermonters have been voting at an extremely high rate this election season, both in mailed-
in ballots and in absentee ballots.

A draft report commissioned by lawmakers recommends consolidating the

Vermont State College system while urging the state to spend more money on
higher education.

The commission was created to assess the future of the financially struggling
system after former chancellor Jeb Spaulding recommended closing Northern
Vermont University's campuses in Johnson and Lyndon, as well as Vermont
Technical College.

The plan would have left Castleton University to fulfill the system’s function.
Community backlash prompted Spaulding to withdraw the proposal and resign.

The Select Committee on the Future of Public Higher Education in Vermont was
created by the Legislature’s Joint Fiscal Office. Its draft report was made
available earlier this week.

VSC spokeswoman Katherine Levasseur said the final report would not be issued
until April.

The report notes that Vermont has ranked well behind other states for public
investment in higher education for decades, making the VSC one of the
least-affordable state college systems for in-state students, all of which is

exacerbated by demographic trends increasing competition for students among
colleges.

The report claims any real solution will involve more state money, but the report
also calls for cost reductions.

The report recommended either combining NVU, Castleton, and Vermont Tech,
or combining Castleton and NVU, while leaving VTC as its own entity.

The report estimates that consolidating the three will save $20 million to $25
million a year, while leaving VTC separate would save $14 million a year.

Community College of Vermont remains untouched in both scenarios.

The report notes that CCV is more cost-effective than its counterparts in other
states.

Construction is
expected to begin in the spring. It’s hoped the project can be
finished by the fall of 2023. The hospital will include the
renovation of 7,700-square-feet of building space and the
construction of another 6,700-square-feet.

It will also create a new main entrance and relocate a number of
departments.
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The Burlington Police Department may soon be unable to staff its overnight shift.

VTDigger reports that the city council placed a cap of 74 officers on the previously 91-officer
department in an effort to reallocate funds toward racial justice initiatives.

Acting Police Chief Jon Murad said Friday that the department currently has 81 officers, and
is quickly losing more to retirements and resignations.

Murad said once the department reaches its new cap, BPD will not be able to effectively
respond to calls that occur between 3 and 7:30 a.m. He said the department is considering

ending its midnight shift entirely to ensure officers are able to respond to calls safely and
effectively.
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Burlington police announced' a two-year plan to address staffing issues at the department.

At last night's Burlington City Council meeting, Police Acting Chief Jon Murad said there is
"no short-term fix" as the department is down 15% from the previous staffing levels. There
are currently 81 sworn officers and they anticipate 79 by January.

Murad says it takes about 14 months to recruit new officers and put them through the
Vermont Police Academy. He says it could be another five to six years before the Burlingtca -
Police Department has 90 sworn officers again.

As aresult, Murad says Burlington can explore the option of diverting some calls for service
to civilian employees rather than armed officers.

This would likely be for calls regarding homelessness, animal complaints, juvenile
disturbances, and non-criminal mental health calls.
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The Vermdht Department of Public Safety wants public feedback on Vermont's initiative to
modernize policing across Vermont.

A draft Statewide Policy on Police Use of Force is available for review.

The opportunity for comment and feedback is part of Governor Phil Scott's Public Safety
Reform Initiative, created through an Executive Order.

This fall, the Department of Public Safety shared multiple draft proposals for public
consideration and feedback, including policies related to body-worn cameras, citizen
oversight, hiring and promotion, and internal affairs.

The policies, and the newly posted draft Statewide Policy on Police Use of Force, are
available for review at dps.vermont.gov/modernization.

The attorney general says that right now, the state doesn't have enough evidence
to bring criminal charges against the St. Albans police officer, but charges could
still be brought down the road.
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
