Native Hawaiians sue the County of Hawaii for
violation of the Clean Water Act over discharges
from the Kealakehe Wastewater Treatment
Plant flowing into Honokohau Harbor

Maui Police and other officials revise downward
the estimated known number of people to have
died in Lahaina wildfires from 115 to 97
Department of Health officials announce that
air quality in the Lahaina area on Maui is good
after the department conducted testing.

Hawaii State Senate President Ron Kouchi urges
the state Department of Health to seriously
consider the protest by American Medical
Response to the award of a new ambulance
service contract to a competitor who is able to
provide a reduced level of service

Honolulu Police and the city prosecutor hold a
press conference to highlight the work done
and improvements made to anti-crime efforts in
Waikiki on the first anniversary of the city's Safe
and Sound program

The US Environmental Protection Agency
participates in the clean up and recovery efforts
in Lahaina in the aftermath of the wildfires and
warns of the toxic nature of some of the
materials on the ground, in the air, and in the
water

Parents and teachers in West Maui speak out
against a plan to temporarily bus students to
school in other parts of Maui in the wake of the
Lahaina wildfires

Governor Josh Green issues an emergency
proclamation that forbids investors from
making unsolicited bids on property in Lahaina
that was lost to the wildfires

A series of reports covering a wide range of
topics related to the Maui wildfires, including
approximating the number of people killed and
unaccounted for, the underwater search for
victims and personal belongings, the
appointment of a new head of the Maui
Emergency Management Agency, the US Health
and Human Services Secretary in town to help
with mental health and school counseling,
updates on lawsuits filed against Hawaiian

In the wake of the fires in West Maui,
community members on the west side of Oahu
gather to questions public officials about what's
being done to the dry brush to keep wildfires at
bay

The State Health Department acknowledges the
number of cases of long covid is growing and a
79-year old resident is only starting to get back
on his feet while suffering from the condition
Local businesses brace for the impact of a
potential strike by Teamsters Union members at
United Parcel Service

An iconic piece of Hawaii's history is scheduled
for partial demolition as the smokestack at the
Waialua Sugar Mill, a symbol of Hawaii's sugar
and pineapple plantation eras, has become a
hazard

With the school year set to start soon, parents
are scrambling to find after-school care for their
children as many programs are experiencing a
shortage of workers and are unable to
accommodate the numbers of students from
previous years

Hawaii Island braces for the impacts of Tropical
Storm Calvin, which is expected to bring heavy
rain and possible flooding, leading to school
closures and the shutdown of Hawaii Volcanoes
National Park.
