Three-generation households happen for financial
difficulties. Illness, divorce, and teen pregnancy are just some of the
reasons. Grandparents, let’s make it a positive situation. First, make
sure your kids are being parents. You need to be grandparents. Have
fun with your grandkids. Spoil them—but don’t undermine. Your
grandkids can struggle if this arrangement isn’t a healthy one.

ITRC ‘s
mission is to provide best in class victim assistance at no charge to the
american consumer. While physical abuse and neglect of seniors has
been and continues to be a problem in the united states, senior identity
theft and fraud leading to financial exploitation is another form of
abuse.

There are practical reasons why seniors are such easy targets for id
theft and fraud. If they are retired and are financially stable, this can
lead to a false sense of security. Also being too trusting of people,
especially online contacts or even their caregiver, can leave them
vulnerable.

You’re probably
struggling because your mom and dad are spending more time with
your nieces and nephews because they live closer than you do. I know
it’s hard, but stop. Grandparents LOVE spending time with grandkids.

Grandparents, remember sibling rivalry
doesn’t go away when they’re adults. Make every effort to be inclusive
of family members who are far away. Skype or FaceTime calls and
extended annual visits can help.

Suggestion: lovingly discipline to fit the crime—it’s always a wake-up
call. Giving them chores to do daily teaches responsibility.

Or they
may be really good at something, and they just don’t know how to be
humble about it. Teach them to be thankful for the gifts and abilities
God has given them, and then use their gifts to point them to Christ.

He
does it again. I repeat myself. It goes on for five or six exchanges, and
then finally I have to stop and say, “Look at me. Did you hear what I
said? Are you obeying? Are you being selfish? Are you honoring Christ?”
