THE ALBUQUERQUE POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORTS THAT IT RECEIVED FEWER
CALLS THAN LAST YEAR TO REPORT SHOTS BEING FIRED AS PEOPLE CELEBRATED
THE NEW YEAR. APD SAID IT RECEIVED 115 CALLS OVERNIGHT, A DROP OF 14
CALLS. THE DEPARTMENT UTILIZED ITS NEW SHOTSPOTTER TECHNOLOGY TO
HELP TRACK THE GUNSHOTS. AROUND MIDNIGHT, APD RECEIVED 77
SHOTSPOTTER NOTIFICATIONS. HOWEVER, NO ARRESTS WERE MADE. THE
NOTIFICATIONS REQUIRE OFFICERS TO GO BACK OUT AND LUCK AT BULLET
CASES. IF OFFICERS FIND THE BULLET CASINGS, THEY WILL RUN THEM FROM A
PROGRAM TO CHECK WHETHER STOLEN GUNS WERE USED TO FIRE THE SHOT.

A NEW MINIMUM WAGE WENT INTO EFFECT ACROSS NEW MEXICO FRIDAY.
MOST WORKER MAKING MINIMUM WAGE WILL EARN $10.50 AN HOUR, AN
INCREASE OF $1.50. THE INCREASE WAS APPROVED IN 2019. UNDER A BILL,
SIGNED BY GOVERNOR MICHELLE LUJAN GRISHAM, WAGES WILL CONTINUE TO
GO UP, IN PHASES, TO $12 PER HOUR BY 2023. A LOT OF GROUPS ADVOCATED
FOR THE INCREASE. BUT BUSINESSES ARE NOW CONCERNED ABOUT WHAT THE
INCREASE WILL MEAN AS THEY TRY TO WORK THROUGH A PANDEMIC.

NATIVE GROUPS GATHERED AT THE PETROGLYPH NATIONAL MONUMENT'S
VISITOR CENTER SATURDAY AFTERNOON TO DEMAND JUSTICE FOR DARRELL
HOUSE. HOUSE, A NATIVE MAN AND MARINE VETERAN, WAS TASED BY A PARK
RANGER AT THE MONUMENT LAST WEEKEND WHILE WALKING HIS DOG. THE
NATIONAL PARK SERVICE SAID THE INCIDENT IS STILL UNDER INVESTIGATION. IN
RESPONSE, NATIVE ACTIVISTS ORGANIZED A PRAYER WALK TO THE PETROGLYPHS
FROM SANTA FE, CALLING FOR THE FIRING OF THE PARK RANGER.

THE U-S POSTAL SERVICE IS ASKING FOR HELP AFTER A HANDFUL OF ARMED
ROBBERIES IN NEW MEXICO. FEDERAL INVESTIGATORS SAY EIGHT POSTAL
WORKERS HAVE BEEN HELD UP AT GUNPOINT. ONE INCIDENT HAPPENED JUST
LAST WEEK. OFFICIALS SAY DESPITE A NATIONWIDE SURGE IN DELIVERIES, MOST
OF THOSE CRIMES ARE HAPPENING IN ALBUQUERQUE.

IT MAY BE A NEW YEAR BUT MANY ARE STILL COPING WITH THE EVENTS OF 2020.
AND THAT INCLUDES CHILDREN. A LOCAL ARTIST SAYS THERE ARE MORE
CREATIVE WAYS TO COPE. KOB’S DIANA COSTELLO SPEAKS TO A FOUR CORNERS
THERAPIST WHO EXPLAINS THE IMPORTANCE OF ART THERAPY.

THE ALBUQUERQUE CITY COUNCIL VOTED UNANIMOUSLY TO PASS AN ACT THAT
PROHIBITS DISCRIMINATION BASED ON SOMEONE’S HAIRSTYLE. DURING A
MONDAY MEETING, CITY COUNCILORS AMENDED ITS HUMAN RIGHTS
ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE CREATE A RESPECTFUL AND OPEN WORKPLACE FOR
NATURAL HAIR OR “CROWN”" ACT.

THE NEW MEXICO DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH IS EXPECTED TO OFFICIALLY
ANNOUNCE WHO WILL BE ELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE THE COVID-19 VACCINE NEXT.
HOWEVER, KOB 4 LEARNED THE NEXT PHASE WILL INCLUDE FRONT LINE
ESSENTIAL WORKERS AND THOSE OVER 75 YEARS OLD. TEACHERS ARE AMONG
THOSE CONSIDERED FRONT LINE ESSENTIAL WORKERS. LINKS TO THE COVID-19
VACCINE DASHBOARD AND TO REGISTER FOR THE VACCINE CAN BE FOUND ON

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CONGRESS IS EXPECTED TO CERTIFY JOE BIDEN'S ELECTORAL COLLEGE VICTORY
WEDNESDAY. HOWEVER, THE PROCESS WILL FACE CHALLENGES FROM
REPUBLICAN WHO BELIEVE PRES. DONALD TRUMP SHOULD REMAIN IN POWER.
REP. YVETTE HERRELL WILL BE AMONG THE REPUBLICANS CHALLENGING THE
RESULTS."BY OBJECTING TO CERTAIN ELECTORS ON WEDNESDAY, | CAN HELP
ENSURE ALL AMERICANS HAVE CONFIDENCE IN THE INTEGRITY AND FAIRNESS OF
FUTURE ELECTIONS," HERRELL SAID IN A STATEMENT.

SEAN SUNDERLAND, ONE OF THE PROTESTERS ARRESTED DURING THE TOPPLING
OF THE SANTA FE OBELISK ON INDIGENOUS PEOPLES' DAY, HAD HIS CHARGES
DISMISSED BY A JUDGE LAST WEEK. JUDGE DONITA SENA DROPPED THE CHARGES
AFTER THE ARRESTING SANTA FE POLICE DEPARTMENT OFFICER FAILED TO
APPEAR FOR THE HEARING. SUNDERLAND WAS BEING CHARGED FOR CRIMINAL
TRESPASSING AND RESISTING ARREST.

SACRED NEW MEXICO NATIVE AMERICAN ARTIFACTS THAT WERE DUG UP
NEARLY A CENTURY AGO MAY SOON BE ON THEIR WAY BACK TO NEW MEXICO.
THE MIMBRES VALLEY, A SACRED NATIVE AMERICAN BURIAL GROUND IN
SOUTHWESTERN NEW MEXICO, WAS DUG UP IN THE 1920S. MANY OF THE
ARTIFACTS THAT WERE REMOVED INCLUDED MIMBRES POTTERY. FOR DECADES,
MIMBRES ARTIFACTS WERE HELD AT THE WEISMAN ART MUSEUM IN
MINNEAPOLIS, MINNESOTA. AROUND 2,000 ARTIFACTS ARE STILL TECHNICALLY
OWNED BY THE UNIVERSITY OF MINNESOTA, EVEN AFTER A FEDERAL LAW
PASSED 30 YEARS AGO DIRECTING MUSEUMS AND UNIVERSITIES TO RETURN
ITEMS FROM BURIAL GROUNDS.

SEVERAL COUNTIES IN COLORADO RECENTLY MOVED FROM LEVEL RED TO LEVEL
ORANGE RESTRICTIONS. IN LEVEL ORANGE, BUSINESSES LIKE OFFICES AND GYMS
CAN INCREASE CAPACITY LIMITS FROM 10% TO 25%. RESTAURANTS CAN ALSO
START OFFERING INDOOR DINING AT 25% CAPACITY. IN LA PLATA AND
ARCHULETA COUNTY, POSITIVITY RATES, HOSPITALIZATIONS, AND CASE INCIDENT
RATES HAVE DECREASED BUT ARE STILL CLASSIFIED AS LEVEL RED.

TWO NEW MEXICANS HAVE MADE IT THEIR MISSION TO MAKE COVID TESTING
MORE ACCESSIBLE. JOSEPH GRIEGO AND JAVIER AMPARAN WATCHED AS COVID
TOOK OVER AND THE NEED FOR MORE TESTING BECAME DIRE. THAT’S WHEN
THE TWO DECIDED TO START COVAN TESTING. THEIR GOAL? TO GET PEOPLE
THEIR RESULTS AS FAST AS POSSIBLE. WITH THE HELP OF BERNALILLO COUNTY
COMMISSIONER STEVEN MICHAEL QUEZADA, THE TWO SET UP A LOCATION ON
4TH STREET AND ANOTHER IN THE SOUTH VALLEY AT TOM TENORIO PARK.
SUPPORTERS OF PRESIDENT DONALD TRUMP PROTESTED OUTSIDE THE
ROUNDHOUSE IN SANTA FE WEDNESDAY. THEY WERE UPSET AFTER CONGRESS
BEGAN COUNTING THE ELECTORAL COLLEGE VOTES, WHICH SHOWED JOE BIDEN
WON THE PRESIDENCY. THE PROTEST MOSTLY REMAINED PEACEFUL. HOWEVER,
A SMALL FIGHT BROKE OUT BRIEFLY BETWEEN A TRUMP SUPPORTER AND A
COUNTER-PROTESTER WHO WAS HOLDING A GAY PRIDE FLAG. POLICE
RESPONDED TO THE INCIDENT, AND IT DIDN'T APPEAR AS IF ANYONE WAS
SERIOUSLY HARMED. THE ROUNDHOUSE AND NEARBY COURTHOUSES WERE
EVACUATED AS A PRECAUTION DURING THE PROTEST.
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THE NEW MEXICO DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SAID THE STATE HAS RECEIVED
MORE THAN 106,000 DOSES OF THE COVID-19 VACCINE, AND MORE THAN HALF
OF THEM HAVE BEEN ADMINISTERED. ACCORDING TO HEALTH OFFICIALS, NEW
MEXICO HAS ONE OF THE HIGHEST ADMINISTRATION RATES IN THE U.S. LINKS TO
THE COVID-19 VACCINE DASHBOARD AND TO REGISTER FOR THE VACCINE CAN
BE FOUND ON KOB.COM UNDER “4 LINKS”.

KOB 4'S STEVE SOLIZ CAUGHT UP WITH UNM LAW EXPERT PROFESSOR JOSHUA
KASTENBERG TO HEAR HIS THOUGHTS ABOUT THE RIOTS ON CAPITOL HILL. "IT'S
ABSOLUTELY DEVASTATING," KASTENBERG SAID. "IS IT DEVASTATING, AND YOU
SEE THE HEARTFELT COMMENTS FROM LEADERS OF WORLD DEMOCRACIES THAT
WE RELY ON—GERMANY, UNITED KINGDOM, FRANCE, JAPAN, ISRAEL."

U.S. SENATORS MARTIN HEINRICH AND BEN RAY LUJAN WERE IN THE CAPITOL AS
MOB OF TRUMP SUPPORTERS BROKE IN WEDNESDAY. HEIRNICH SAID AS HE SAW
CAPITOL POLICE BEING OVERWHELMED, HE RAN TO THE SENATE FLOOR TO LET
THE OTHERS KNOW WHAT WAS COMING.

FROM PATIO DINING TO MAKESHIFT DRIVE-THRUS, BUSINESSES HAVE BEEN
FORCED TO ADAPT TO CHANGES BECAUSE OF THE PANDEMIC, MANY COMING UP
WITH DIFFERENT WAYS TO SERVE THEIR COMMUNITY. DURAN CENTRAL
PHARMACY, WHICH ALSO SERVES FOOD, IS NOW OFFERING COVID-19 RAPID
TESTING.

OTERO COUNTY COMMISSIONER COUY GRIFFIN ATTENDED THE WEDNESDAY'S
PRO-TRUMP EVENT AT THE U.S. CAPITOL. HE POSTED A SERIES OF VIDEOS
DURING THE EVENT, CALLING FOR ADDITIONAL RIOTING. GRIFFIN, THE FOUNDER
OF COWBOYS FOR TRUMP, DEFENDED THE ACTIONS OF THE RIOTERS WHO
STORMED INTO THE HALLS OF CONGRESS, DAMAGED PROPERTY AND DISRUPTED
THE DEMOCRATIC PROCESS OF CERTIFYING THE PRESIDENTIAL ELECTION. AT ONE
POINT, GRIFFIN SAID WHEN PRESIDENT-ELECT BIDEN IS SWORN IN ON JAN. 20,
THE RIOTERS WILL RETURN TO MOB THE CAPITOL.

NEW MEXICO'S UPCOMING LEGISLATIVE SESSION WILL FEATURE MANY VIRTUAL
COMMITTEE HEARINGS AND FLOOR DEBATES DUE TO THE ONGOING
CORONAVIRUS PANDEMIC.LEADING STATE LAWMAKERS MET WEDNESDAY TO
DISCUSS SAFETY PRECAUTIONS AS THE LEGISLATURE PREPARES TO CONVENE FOR
ITS FIRST LENGTHY SESSION SINCE THE BEGINNING OF THE COVID-19 OUTBREAK.
THE ROUNDHOUSE WILL BE OFF LIMITS TO THE PUBLIC AND LOBBYISTS FOR THE
ENTIRETY OF THE 60-DAY SESSION. THE HOUSE AND SENATE WILL HAVE TO
ADOPT SPECIFIC RULES ONCE THE SESSION GETS UNDERWAY.

THE 2020 CLERY REPORT HAS BEEN RELEASED. IT PAINTS A PICTURE OF HOW
CRIME IS IMPACTING EVERY UNIVERSITY EACH YEAR. IN 2019, THERE WERE 76
REPORTED AUTO THEFTS AT UNM. IN, 2018, THERE WERE 129 VEHICLES STOLEN
AND IN 2017, THERE WERE 211 CAR THEFTS. DESPITE THE DROP IN AUTO THEFTS,
OTHER AREAS ARE NOT SEEING AS MUCH PROGRESS. THE OCCURRENCE OF ON-
CAMPUS RAPE VIRTUALLY REMAINED UNCHANGED, WHILE DATING VIOLENCE
AND BURGLARIES INCREASED.
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A NEW MEXICO COUPLE IS REGISTERED AND ANXIOUS TO GET THEIR COVID-19
VACCINE. ALVIN MUND AND HIS WIFE MARYON HAVEN'T BEEN LEAVING THEIR
APARTMENT, AVOIDING POTENTIAL EXPOSURE TO THE VIRUS. THE COUPLE IS
HOPEFUL THE NEW MEXICO DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH WILL BEGIN VACCINATING
SENIORS WHO DO NOT LIVE IN NURSING HOMES NEXT. THE STATE HAD
PREVIOUSLY SAID GUIDANCE ABOUT THE NEXT PHASE OF VACCINE DISTRIBUTION
WOULD BE OUT THIS WEEK. LINKS TO THE COVID-19 VACCINE DASHBOARD AND
TO REGISTER FOR THE VACCINE CAN BE FOUND ON KOB.COM UNDER “4 LINKS”.
DUTCH BROS HAS OPENED A NEW LOCATION ON JUAN TABO NEAR LOMAS — ITS
FOURTH LOCATION IN THE ALBUQUERQUE AREA SINCE FIRST OPENING IN RIO
RANCHO LAST MARCH. RANDI MCCLOSKEY, THE REGIONAL OPERATOR FOR
DUTCH BROS, SAYS THEY DON'T PLAN TO STOP THERE. THE OREGON-BASED
COMPANY HAS MORE THAN 380 LOCATIONS THROUGHOUT THE WESTERN U.S.
BETWEEN THE TWO ALBUQUERQUE SHOPS, MCCLOSKEY SAID THEY'RE
EMPLOYING ABOUT 80 PEOPLE.

ACCORDING TO 'THE NEW MEXICO LEGAL AID' THE RULE IN PLACE RIGHT NOW
THAT DOESN'T ALLOW FOR EVICTION ISN'T SET TO EXPIRE ANYTIME SOON. BUT
THE MANAGING ATTORNEY THERE ALSO SAYS MORE PEOPLE ARE GETTING
EVICTED THROUGH A LOOPHOLE IN THE STATE'S SUPREME COURT
MORATORIUM. LANDLORDS ARE JUST OPTING NOT TO RENEW PEOPLE'S LEASES -
THEREFORE ESSENTIALLY EVICTING THEM. NEW MEXICO LEGAL AID WAS AMONG
THE GROUPS THAT SIGNED A LETTER ASKING THE COURT TO CLOSE THIS
LOOPHOLE.

IN ONLY ITS THIRD OFFICIAL MEETING, THE BERNALILLO COUNTY SHERIFF'S
OFFICE ADVISORY REVIEW BOARD ADDRESSED A PUBLIC DISAGREEMENT
BETWEEN SHERIFF MANNY GONZALES AND DISTRICT ATTORNEY RAUL TORREZ.
THE RIFT, OUTLINED IN PUBLIC LETTERS, STEMS FROM THE DISTRICT ATTORNEY
WANTING TO CREATE DATABASE ON LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENTS TO HELP
IDENTIFY INDIVIDUALS INVOLVED IN MISCONDUCT THAT REFLECTS BIAS. TO DO
SO, TORREZ IS ASKING FOR DEPUTIES TO PROACTIVELY FILL OUT A
QUESTIONNAIRE.

ESTEVAN GONZALEZ VIRTUALLY APPEARED IN FRONT OF A JUDGE FRIDAY AFTER
BEING ACCUSED OF POINTING A GUN AT AN ALBUQUERQUE MCDONALD'S
EMPLOYEE FOR MESSING UP HIS ORDER. POLICE SAY GONZALEZ DROVE
THROUGH THE MCDONALD’S DRIVE-THRU AT 98TH STREET NEAR CENTRAL, AND
TOLD THE WOMAN AT THE WINDOW HE RECEIVED THE WRONG ORDER. COURT
DOCUMENTS SAID SHE TOOK HIS HAMBURGER BACK, FIXED IT, AND GONZALEZ
DROVE AWAY. BUT HE APPARENTLY STILL WASN'T HAPPY WITH HIS MEAL
BECAUSE SHE SAID HE GOT BACK IN LINE, AND POINTED A GUN AT HER.
BERNALILLO COUNTY IS EXPANDING SERVICES FOR SENIOR CITIZENS. THE
COUNTY WANTS TO HELP THEM STAY ACTIVE, SOCIAL AND AVOID SOCIAL
ISOLATION. NOW, BERNALILLO COUNTY IS HOSTING PROGRAMS VIRTUALLY, LIKE
BINGO, PAINTING, A COMEDY WORKSHOP AND DANCE CLASSES. THE COUNTY IS
ALSO STARTING VIRTUAL PROGRAMS FOR THE SPANISH-SPEAKING COMMUNITY.
A BILL HAS BEEN FILED AHEAD OF THE 2021 LEGISLATIVE SESSION THAT WILL BAN
HAIR AND HEADDRESS DISCRIMINATION.
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COLORADO IS WRAPPING UP PHASE 1-A OF COVID-19 VACCINATIONS FOR
HEALTHCARE WORKERS AND RESIDENTS AND STAFF OF LONG TERM CARE
FACILITIES. PHASE 1-B INCLUDES VACCINATIONS FOR HEALTH CARE WORKERS
WITH LESS DIRECT CONTACT TO COVID-19 PATIENTS, FIRST RESPONDERS,
ESSENTIAL WORKERS AND PEOPLE 70 AND OLDER. IN SOUTHWEST COLORADO,
SAN JUAN BASIN PUBLIC HEALTH IS PREPARING TO MOVE TO THE NEXT PHASE AS
THEY FINISH UP THE FIRST ROUND OF VACCINES.

MORE PEOPLE ACROSS THE POLITICAL SPECTRUM HAVE ANNOUNCED THEY’'D
LIKE TO BE CONSIDERED FOR NEW MEXICO’S FIRST CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT
