KWJB gives time to non profit organizations and for children/
safety issues twice each hour, to give information, seminars,
meeting times, reminders and updates.

KWJB has an on-going partnership with the local school district
to extend the Eagle Vision Leadership program into the
community via KWJB. The school superintendent gives a school
report each Monday that airs during the newscasts.

KWJB aired reports on local and state issues pertinent to animals
and farming.
