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KDRS-AM continues to provide programming that we feel serves and
reflects the needs of our community’s license. We accomplish this locally
focused information along with involvement in area charities and events.

KDRS-AM also airs recorded public service announcements once per hour
about a variety of events and organizations. Some of those included Acre of
Hope, Arkansas Methodist Medical Center pageant, Black River Technical
College Black History Month, 3™ annual Cast For Kids, Jonesboro City
Youth, first-ever Collectors Expo, Commodities Distribution, Paragould
Farmer's Market new season, Crowley's Ridge State Park First Day Hike,
Frozen Junior Theatre production, Greene County Boys & Girls basketball
registration and tryouts, Harlem Wizards fundraiser @ Greene County Tech
High School, Jonesboro Kiwanis Club Pancake Day, Paragould Farmers
Market organizational meeting, National Wild Turkey Federation banquet,
Paragould Kiwanis Club Pancake Day, theatre production of The Sound of
Music, St. Mary’s Catholic School Bundt cake fundraiser, and the
Marmaduke First Baptist Church wild game dinner,
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KDRS-AM promoted and broadcast live from the annual Paragould/Greene
County Polar Plunge Event in January and the Jonesboro/Arkansas State
University Plunge in February. Both annual events raise money for Arkansas
Special Olympics.

Also, on March 25th, KDRS-AM promoted, supported, and broadcast live
from the annual Saints & Sinners Angel Run Event. Proceeds from the event
are donated to the Arkansas Children’s Hospital in Little Rock.

KDRS-AM carries two hours of religious programming every Sunday
morning.
