DECLARATION

1, Roland McFarland, hereby state as follows:

1.

1 am Vice President of Broadcast Standards for Fox Broadcasting
Company ("FBC"). I am a 33-year veteran in the field of network
television broadcasting and have spent 30 years as a network standards
executive. I have reviewed tens of thousands of hours of television
programming to assess its accuracy, appropriateness for various audiences
and potential for positive or negative impact, I have been employed by
FBC for 11 years. In my position with FBC, I have ultimate responsibility
for ensuring that the programming produced and aired by FBC meets
FBC's internal standards and complies with the Federal Communications .
Commission's indecency and obscenity rules. One aspect of my
responsibilities includes oversight of the time delay procedures employed
by FBC to edit objectionable content from live broadcasts, ] submit this
Declaration in response to the FCC Letter of Inquiry, dated January 7,
2004, to Fox Television Stations, Inc, from William Freedman, Deputy
Chief, Investigations and Hearings Division.

Historically, FBC has utilized & five-second delay during the production of
live entertainment programming. During all live entertainment broadcasts,
FBC has required that a member of its Broadcast Standards division
monitors programs from its control center. This representative has access
to a "delay button" that cnables the employee to edit out objectionable
content before it appears on viewers' televisions. FBC also has required
that an additional Broadcast Standards employee reviews in advance the
script for live entertainment broadcasts and attends dress rehearsals. FBC
has utilized these procedures successfully to edit objectionable material
during hundreds of hours of live programming,

During the live broadcast of the 2003 Billboard Music Awards on
December 10, 2003, the above-described procedures proved insufficient to
pennit the editing of two objectionable words that occurred immediately
following an objectionable word that had been deleted. At the same time,
however, I believe that the procedures described above were adequate to
catch and remove the material, and that the Broadcast Standards employee
could have acted more quickly. The Broadcast Standards employee
working in the control center on the night of the broadcast succeeded in
editing out the first objectionable word spoken by Nicole Richie during
the live broadcast of the program shown to viewers in the Eastern and
Central time zones. The employee, however, falled to act quickly enough
to catch the remaining objectionable words spoken by Ms. Richie during
the live broadcast. FBC immediately edited the tape of the 2003 Billboard
Music Awards to remove the objectionable content before the material
aired on tape delay in the Mountain and Western time zones. In addition,




FRC has suspended the Network Standards employee that was working in
the contro} center on the night of December 10, 2003.

4, As the result of its experience during the 2003 Billboard Music Awards,
FBC has implemented several significant changes to its time delay
procedures. First, whenever possible, FBC will air live entertainment
programming using 8 five minute delay in which the event would actually
start five minutes before the broadcast begins. Second, FBC will increase
its time delay from five to 10 seconds. In addition, FBC will add & second
"delay button” for editing during all live entertainment broadcasts. This
gecond button will be located in 2 production truck at the site of the live
broadcast and will be under the control of the same Network Standards
employee assigned to review the script and attend dress rehearsals for the

program,

5. Where feasible during otherwise "live" broadcasts, FBC will tape in
advance the performances of certain performers that present a heightened
risk of speaking spontaneous objectiénable content. FBC utilized this
approach recently when it taped in advance an appcerance by Paris Hilton
and Nicole Richie and aired the tape during a New Year's Eve celebration
that otherwise was broadcast live on December 31, 2003.
