Produced by the Office of Media and Communications of the diocese of Ponce, this program
consists of community and religious leaders moderating discussions about how to solve
community problems, with a focus on practical solutions that can be understood and
implemented by viewers.

The show also features a recommended reading list about dogs and
promotes writing and artistic skills by encouraging viewers to participate in contests.

Through situations demonstrating real world applications of math, science, and
engineering, the show teaches viewers that the physical sciences can be useful, challenging,
and fun. Each episode includes and invent-off challenge where teenage teams invent a
machine to perform an assigned task in a limited amount of time, promoting creative
thinking and practical skills.
