The number of discrete issues which these many diverse
programs address is far too voluminous to be cataloged here, but they run the full range of
human concerns and include a wide variety of health, political, economic, governmental, cultural
and spiritual issues, as well as issues relating to language, acculturation, immigration and similar
matters of particular concern to the communities in question.
