They
say they are alarmed by the number of migrants detained while
crossing the border illegally. Just days ago, we witnessed a
tragedy on the high seas, when a shipwreck occurred where 3
Mexicans lost their lives in their attempt to reach this country
by sea. Meanwhile, it was announced that Vice President Kamala
Harris will tentatively travel to Mexico on June 8.

On Monday, June 7, the visit of Vice President Kamala Harris to
Guatemala officially began. From very early on, she visited the
National Palace of Culture to meet with President Alejandro
Giammattei, and later in the evening she traveled to Mexico City



to meet with President Lopez Obrador at the National Palace on
Tuesday. The government of Mexico said that members of the
Mexican national intelligence center (CNI), as well as the
Secretariats of National Defense and the Navy, held wvarious
coordination meetings this week with the deputy director of the
CIA.

Harris returned to the capital of the country with which an
agreement 1is expected to put a stop to the mass migration of
thousands of people who risk everything because they leave
"nothing" in their countries of origin.

Thousands of people
leave their countries throughout the Central American region and
are going through an ordeal to achieve "the American dream."
Since 2019, around 400,000 Guatemalans have been detained on the
border between the United States and Mexico.

The Biden administration has promised 310 million in
humanitarian aid for the region and has a plan of 4 billion to

boost the development of Central America. However, Vice
President Kamala Harris on her trip to Guatemala City and Mexico
City was clear: "For the people of this region, what are you

thinking of doing that dangerous walk? Don't come! Don't come!"
she told them she.

This week, 1in addition to Vice President Harris' wvisit to
Guatemala and Mexico, another news item that made headlines was
the unanimous decision of the Supreme Court that said this
Monday that immigrants who entered the United States illegally
cannot apply for permanent residence because they enjoy
temporary protected status or TPS. The decision is a setback for
thousands who are temporarily protected from deportation, some
until October. We asked Federal Senator for Virginia Tim Kaine
about it.

Meanwhile, one of the most outrageous issues during the Trump
era was the separation of families at the border. The White
House Family Reunification Task Force gave new numbers, our
White House correspondent Rafael Sanchez-Cruz had the report.



This week also finally the long-awaited wvisit of Harris to
Guatemala and Mexico that occurred during 48 hours met with
President Alejandro Giammattei and the ©Nobel Peace Prize in
1992, the indigenous leader Rigoberta Menchu, the vice president
arrived 1in Mexico on Monday, and the next day he met with
President Lépez Obrador.

The c¢risis at the border continues despite the fact that
according to the CNN chain it reported a 1loss of minors 1in
custody by immigration and customs, the Biden government has
reached new security agreements with Mexico, Guatemala and
Honduras to mobilize soldiers and police in its borders as part
of its strategy to curb this crisis.

This in the same week that it was finally announced that Vice
President Kamala Harris will travel to Guatemala and Mexico,
perhaps including a stop at the Dborder that continues to be
visited by congressmen from every state in the country. In fact,
one of these congressmen 1is Adriano Espaillat, a representative
of New York, whom Tsi-tsi-ki Félix interviewed exclusively.

It is almost impossible to understand how a mother or father pay
criminals to bring minors from Central America or Mexico risking
their lives and many times without knowing that they can face
criminal charges and that the doors are being closed for life to
fix their immigration status for being part of a serious crime
known as "Alien smuggling" as our correspondent Claudia Orozco
tells us from Tijuana, Baja California Mexico.

This week, 1t was announced that President Joe Biden will
nominate Chris Magnus who 1is the chief of police in Tucson,
