WMOD broadcasts Hardeman County news, sports, weather local programming, more than 150 sporting
events involving Hardeman County teams each year, doing Bolivar Central High School and Middleton High
School athletics, as well as Hardeman County Middle Schools sports, Dixie Youth and Dizzy Dean baseball,
and University of Tennessee Volunteer Football and NASCAR Monster Series races.
