WMOD produces and broadcasts every weekday excluding federal holidays, County Journal Live, hosted by 
Darrell Teubner where listeners call/send/email items to buy, sell or trade on Swap Shop, with community 
guests featured to promote treatment of community issues from 1215 – 1300.

WMOD aired each Sunday from 0800 - 1330.
