Section I.  Issues 
Townsquare Media Bismarck has identified the following issues as significant issues facing our 
community in this quarter: 

 

 

1. Education. Students output increases when expectations are higher. Like much of the 

country, North Dakota’s school system suffers from a shortage of educators. While North 
Dakota ranks 28th nationally in teacher income, the State’s rural landscape makes retention 

more difficult for many of our more remote populations. Special Education professionals are in 
greatest need. But is injecting more dollars into the system a surefire solution?  Perhaps in the 
case of Math and Science educators an increase in salary may persuade them to remain 

teachers instead of pursuing other employment in their professional fields.  More work needs 
to go into improving the professional teaching environment and rewarding educators on a 
case-by-case basis evaluating their actual effectiveness in the classrooms and not rewarding 

all equally simply because they show up to work.  Expectations matter.   

2. Biodiversity North Dakota’s deer populations rises and falls with the severity of the 

winter season. 2022-2022 produced record amounts of snow across the region severely 

limiting deer access to food sources. Numbers will rebound after a strikingly mild winter 
season in 2023-2024. The opening day of deer season has always been a statewide 
holiday of sorts, with fields and tree rows filled with orange clad hunters. Chronic Wasting 

Disease (CWD) has had a profound effect on the deer population and in turn has reduced 
the number of hunting permits issued in the state.  CWD is a disease the holds a major 

threat to native deer, elk, and moose populations.  The disease has led to the ban of 
“baiting” in many areas, as it brings deer together in groups and encourages the spread of 
the disease. 

 

3. Affordable Housing North Dakota, like many rural states, faces an issue with home 

affordability especially in its more urban areas. The migration of our population from the 

country to the cities has sent home prices escalating in urban areas and declining in rural 
areas. This presents a challenge for potential homeowners. Do you place yourself in financial 
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hardship to buy a home near where you work and your family goes to school? Or do you 
choose to commute from the country on a daily basis. Keeping in mind that your commute is 

dangerous in the winter and of course the added cost of gas and wear and tear on your 
vehicle. Higher housing prices and interest rates create challenges for North Dakotans looking 
for their part of the American homeowning dream. 

 

4. Environment North Dakota is known worldwide as an agricultural powerhouse. Fields of 

corn, beans, grains and more literally cover the landscape.  This crop productivity goes hand 

in hand with another nation-leading production statistic- North Dakota also leads the nation in 
honey production. In 2022 the state produced more than 31 million pounds of honey valued at 
$81 million.  Surprising for a state that can spend a large chunk of the year under a blanket of 

snow with temperatures near or below freezing. There are issues of having so many 
agricultural operations near the bee hives- fertilizers and pesticides can pose great risks to 
colonies. North Dakota has recently implemented a “Pollinator Plan” to address this growing 

problem. 

 

5. Climate Electric vehicles are a divisive topic across the country and in North Dakota the 

opposition to these vehicles is both practical and idealistic. When temperatures hit 20 degrees 
Fahrenheit EV range can drop as much as 12% and charging times increase significantly. So, 

for our state’s bitter cold winters EV efficiency is a serious issue. One idealistic aspect of EV 
objections is based on North Dakota’s embattled coal industry and its vulnerability to advances 
in national energy policy. Another practical objection is the scarcity of EV charging stations 

across the state. You’d be hard pressed to rely on your EV’s range when travelling across the 
state. One practical application would be on farms and agricultural operations where private 
charging stations could drastically reduce fuel costs. Like so many regions in the country the 

objection to the practicality of EVs will diminish over time. But currently there are many 
obstacles in the way of electric vehicles establishing themselves in the state.
