JULY 

7/01 – State gun control bills pass senate  – TRT :21 

13 bills designed to tighten gun control-- pass the state senate-- and are now on 

governor brown's desk. 

7/05 – Issa protest house gun control measure - TRT 1:30 

The house is set to take up gun control legislation but the plan probably won’t get the 

Democrats vote.  

7/09- CHARGERS STADIUM SIGNATURES – 30
