Issues covered include family relationships, race 
relations, women’s issues, health, community ventures and co-ops; teenage issues; as well as 
finances, adult education, substance abuse – prevention – recovery; soup kitchens, homeless 
ministries, and help for impoverished people. This program has proven to be an ideal opportunity 
to help and minister to the lonely, hurting, distressed and struggling.
