The United States is setting a new record for the daily number of
coronavirus deaths. The Washington Post reports the country
tallied over 42-hundred COVID-related deaths on Tuesday. It's
also just the second time the nation has surpassed that number,
crossing four-thousand for the first time last week. Arizona,
Alabama, Georgia, Mississippi and Virginia all contributed to the
massive count by setting their own record-highs on Tuesday.
California alone accounted for over 540 deaths.

Penn State will require all students to be tested for the virus
before returning to campus for the spring term.

P-S-U is
providing the self-test kits at no cost and want to have every
student's test on file within 72 hours of their return

President Trump is the first president the U.S. House has
impeached twice. The final vote was 232-197. Ten Republicans
joined Democrats in approving the latest impeachment
resolution. The resolution accuses the President of inciting the
deadly attack on the U.S. Capitol last week. House Speaker
Nancy Pelosi said Trump provoked an armed rebellion against
democracy. The California Democrat also called the Capitol
siege an act of domestic terrorism. Pelosi labeled Trump a
desperate President who knows his power is slipping away.
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A 30 yr old former Waynesboro YMCA swim coach has been
charged for alleged sexual assault on a minor. Emily
Virginia Miller was charged with indecent exposure,
corruption of minors & indecent assault of a minor. The
alleged offences occurred between 2016 & 2018 in York
while Miller & the victim were attending swim meets.

Lawmakers in Md are working on Legislation that would
allow restaurants & bars to sell carry out AND delivery of
Alcohol. 2 bills are in the works already this week.
Thousands of Marylanders have received their first dose of
the COVID-19 vaccine. According to the Maryland
Department of Health, Maryland providers have
administered 167-thousand first doses and 12-thousand
second doses. Health departments have administered 49-
thousand doses as of yesterday. Meanwhile, hospitals
across the state are responsible for giving out 104-thousand
doses to date.

Maryland will move to Phase 1B of its coronavirus vaccine
distribution this week. Starting yesterday, all people 75-
years old and older, people in nursing homes, K-through-12
school staff, and childcare providers will be eligible to
receive the vaccine. Phase 1C is schedule to begin January

The jackpots for both the Mega Millions and Powerball
games continue to grow.

The Powerball games jackpot
is expected to grow to more than 730-million dollars for the
next drawing on Wed.

The Pentagon is deploying medical military personnel to help
with the COVID vaccine rollout across the country. COVID
Coordinator Max Rose says there are more than 20-thousand
troops serving 260 vaccine sites in 36 states and territories.
Rose says the Department of Defense is working to increase
vaccine production and distribution as quickly as possible. He
adds the Secretary of Defense is working closely with Operation
Warp Speed.
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Snowfall wreaked havoc on the 4 state

yesterday with up to 15 inches in some areas.

PA gov tom wolf declared a state of
emergency disaster declaration last night,
authorizing extra resources from PEMA and
other organizations.

The CDC is releasing health guidelines for
football fans ahead of the Super Bowl. The
health agency say it's safer to watch the
game with those you live with, but to make
sure there are plans in place for bigger
gatherings to avoid spreading the
coronavirus. Stomping, clapping and
noisemakers are also preferred over chanting
and cheering at restaurants and venues. The
game between the Chiefs and Buccaneers
takes place Sunday.

The Pennsylvania Department of Human
Services says the state has received a 340-
thousand dollar grant to develop a new
suicide prevention lifeline. The Dept says the
new, national lifeline will be activated in July
2022, and will replace the current lifeline.
According to reports, the 9-8-8 call number
will provide for easier access for those in
need of immediate intervention. Officials add
that the funding will also be used to upgrade
13 statewide call centers, including Centre
Helps located in State College.
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Professional baseball could return to
Hagerstown under local ownership and in a
new, multi-purpose sports facility, according
to plans outlined Tuesday.

Washington County Public Schools is still
planning to return many students to in-person
learning starting Feb. 16.

President Biden says his heart goes out to
the loved ones of the two FBI agents killed in
araid Tuesday in Florida. Biden said the vast
maijority of law enforcement in this country
are good people who deserve respect. The
two agents were shot and killed as they
served a search warrant in a violent crimes
against children case in Sunrise. The suspect
was also killed in the shootout.

America's newest military service isn't going
anywhere. White House press secretary Jen
Psaki [[ sock-ee ]] tweeted Tuesday the Biden
administration looks forward to continuing the
work of the Space Force. Her tweet comes
after she was asked earlier in the day about
whether the service would stick around, and
compared the question to one she was asked
about the Air Force One paint job.
Republicans were unhappy with the
comments and called on Psaki to apologize.
Former President Trump pushed for the
Space Force and it was established in
December, 2019.

After an investigation started in 2018 by the
Dept. of Homeland security a Greencastle
man has been charged with allegedly
molesting a child & being in possession of
child porn. 53 Yr old John William Smith Jr. is
facing 46 felony charges after police allegedly
found evidence of child pornography on his
computer

Financial help is headed to health
departments across Maryland. Governor
Larry Hogan announced more than 123-
million-dollars that will help support their
efforts. Hogan says that the money will be
used to help in the vaccination activities and
budget shortfalls.

Governor Jim Justice wants to get state
workers in W. Va back into the office so he’s
is asking Cabinet Secretaries and Executive
Branch Agency Heads to re-evaluate their
staffs need to work from home. If staff can
continue work in an efficient manner from
home, they can remain off-site, otherwise the
plan is to start getting state workers back into
the office.

Maryland Democrat Jamie Raskin says there
is overwhelming evidence that former
president Trump incited the deadly riot at the
Capitol. During the third day of Trump's
impeachment trial, Raskin asked -- "What is
impeachable conduct if not this?" Trump led a
huge rally near the White House before the
Capitol attack. Colorado Democrat Joe
Neguse [[ neh-GOOSE ]] argued that Trump's
rally was a "call to arms."
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Maryland lawmakers are considering a ban
on flavored tobacco products including
flavored cigars, vaping products and menthol
cigarettes. Supporters believe the ban would
keep those tobacco products away from
children and prevent predatory marketing
especially toward minority communities. The
Maryland House and Senate are each
working on their own versions of the
measure.

In Md. lawmakers passed a $1.1 billion dollar
stimulus relief bill that includes, housing, food,
& tax relief and aide for businesses. One of
the benefits would be a $750 stimulus check
for many Marylanders. Gov. Larry Hogan is to
sign the bill today (Mon 2-15-21) There’s no
word yet on when that money would be sent
out to Marylanders.

CVS Pharmacy's COVID-19 vaccination
campaign is now available in Maryland. There
are 18-of the chain's locations around the
state where a person can get vaccinated. The
CVS program is limited to serving those 65
years of age and older, K-12 teachers and
staff, child-care and higher education workers
and anyone with intellectual and
developmental disabilities. Find out the
details including how to set an appointment at
CVS-dot-Com.

The White House thinks teachers should be
prioritized when it comes to getting the
coronavirus vaccine, but it should not be
mandated. Speaking at her daily breifing,
Press Secretary Jen Psaki [[SAH-kee]] said a
number of things have to happen before
schools can reopen to full capacity. That
includes good ventilation, solid plans for
social distancing and wearing facemasks.
Psaki added that it's important to get kids
back in the classrooms, but it needs to be
done safely.
