Yamiche Alcindor and Lisa Desjardins join Judy Woodruff to discuss ongoing 
negotiations, the president's motives, why Democratic confidence is rising and what a shutdown would 
mean.
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The resignation of Defense Secretary Jim Mattis reverberated around the world Friday. Although he 
disagreed with the president repeatedly over major issues, the retired four-star Marine Corps general 
was widely admired and seen as a stabilizing force within the administration.
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The resignation of U.S. Secretary of Defense Jim Mattis is putting our nation at risk, two top former 
defense and national security leaders say. In his resignation letter, Mattis pointed to the fact that he 
and President Donald Trump could not agree on several foreign policy and national security issues.
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Sen. Marco Rubio, R-Fla., said President Donald Trump “is abandoning that effort [in Syria] before it is 
completely finished,” and that it is the job of Congress to attempt to convince him otherwise. The 
president’s announcement this week that U.S. troops would be pulling out from Syria, where it has 
been aiding forces against Islamic State militants, surprised and outraged members of Congress, 
including some loyal to the president.
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In our Friday news wrap, the Supreme Court ruled against President Trump’s ban on granting asylum 
to people who enter the U.S. illegally. Chief Justice John Roberts sided with the four more liberal 
justices in the 5 to 4 decision, which upheld lower court decisions. Plus, Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg is 
recovering in a New York hospital after doctors removed two malignant growths from her lung.
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Syndicated columnist Mark Shields and Washington Post columnist Michael Gerson join Judy Woodruff 
to analyze the week’s political news, including the resignation of Defense Secretary Jim Mattis and the 
congressional scramble to fund the government and avoid a partial shutdown.
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The clock is ticking as lawmakers on Capitol Hill scramble to prevent a government shutdown. Plus, a 
cabinet shakeup after the president decides to withdraw U.S. troops from Syria, sending shock waves 
throughout Washington and the market into a tailspin.

The resignation of U.S. Secretary of Defense Jim Mattis is putting our nation at risk, two top former 
defense and national security leaders say. In his resignation letter, Mattis pointed to the fact that he 
and President Donald Trump could not agree on several foreign policy and national security issues.
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Sen. Marco Rubio, R-Fla., said President Donald Trump “is abandoning that effort [in Syria] before it is 
completely finished,” and that it is the job of Congress to attempt to convince him otherwise. The 
president’s announcement this week that U.S. troops would be pulling out from Syria, where it has 
been aiding forces against Islamic State militants, surprised and outraged members of Congress, 
including some loyal to the president.
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In our Monday news wrap, Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu agreed to dissolve Parliament 
and call for early elections, in April. Also, in Afghanistan, at least 29 people died in an hours-long 
assault on a government office in Kabul.
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Defense Secretary Jim Mattis has signed the order withdrawing U.S. troops from Syria. Meanwhile, 
President Trump wants to reduce the number of American troops in Afghanistan by half. But what will 
the decreased U.S. military presence in these countries mean for their stability and American security?
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Amy Walter of the Cook Political Report and Tamara Keith of NPR join Nick Schifrin to discuss the 
accelerated departure of Defense Secretary Jim Mattis, why the ongoing government shutdown grants 
President Trump the fight he desires and how the Republican Party has been redefined in his image.
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On our Tuesday news wrap, the number of confirmed dead in Indonesia’s weekend tsunami has risen 
to 429. Search teams are combing through debris as harrowing stories emerge from survivors of the 
catastrophe, which struck with no warning. Also, in Afghanistan, the death toll from a prolonged attack 
on a Kabul government building has increased to 43.
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Basra, in southern Iraq, contains much of the country’s oil wealth -- yet residents there are struggling 
just to survive. The city lacks basic services like clean water and reliable electricity, and jobs are rare. 
But people taking to the streets to protest what they see as government failures to provide say they've 
been brutally punished.

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President Trump and the first lady have come and gone from Iraq, after a surprise post-Christmas visit 
to greet U.S. troops stationed there.
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President Trump traveled secretly to Iraq late on Christmas night. But he met with no Iraqi officials 
during the brief trip, prompting criticism from some Iraqi politicians. Laith Kubba, advisor to the Iraqi 
prime minister, and special correspondent Jane Ferguson join Nick Schifrin to discuss the visit's 
"optics," Iraq’s delicate political situation and the challenges of reconstruction.
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The 3 million people who live in Syria's Idlib province were supposed to be protected under a cease-fire 
agreement struck this fall by Turkey and Russia. But today many are living without the most basic 
services and still facing attacks.
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The United Nations calls Yemen the site of the worst humanitarian suffering in the world. Years of war 
have caused widespread starvation and disease; supply routes are blocked by fighting, and fuel and 
food prices have spiked. With the economy destroyed, many Yemenis cannot even afford 
transportation to the medical facilities they so desperately need.
